emoving and replacing two
feedwater heaters (FWHs)
required creative engineering,

rigging and fabrication by Vic’s Crane &
Heavy Haul. An innovative sled system
suspended from two overhead cranes was
key to the job’s success.

Working as a subcontractor to Azco,
Vic’s provided engineering, equipment and
labor to rig the FWHs at the Excel Energy
Sherburne County Generating Station.
Vic’s has a long history of providing
rigging solutions for Xcel Energy and
Azco. Most of the work was performed at
night during a planned outage.

The existing FWHs weighed 101,000
pounds each while the replacements
weighed 93,000 pounds each. The FWHs
were located on a mezzanine level 20
feet above the operating floor and were
positioned in an east-west orientation. The
mezzanine floor was steel grating rated for
75 pounds per square foot.

The original plant design did not make
provisions for replacing the FWHs. Large
steam risers to the west prevented moving
them out through an exterior wall, and
a boiler blocked north movement. East
movement was the only way out. The
vertical clearance to the overhead crane
runway girders was 122 inches and 24
inches to the crane hook. The FWHs were
90 inches tall.

Vic’s proposed to move the FWHs to
the east and then rotate them 30 degrees
to align them between the building
columns. Side tracks would move the
FWHs in a south-west direction onto
a “sled” suspended from two overhead
cranes. The sled freed up operating floor
space, eliminated travel path issues and
minimized overhead crane time.

Sequence plan
Vic’s team developed a sequence plan and
supporting structures were reinforced.
Temporary saddles were designed and
fabricated to provide a jacking point to
raise the FWHs off their foundations.
Enerpac 10,000 psi pumps and OTC
jacks were used to lift the FWHs onto the
saddles. Hilman rollers were installed in
the gap between existing vessel saddles.

Utilizing slide track beams spanning
north-south to bear on the east-west
support beams, the west end of the FWH
was supported on a small turntable
designed and fabricated for the job.
This would function as the pivot point
for rotating the units. The saddle was
positioned on AeroGo air skates that ran
on a steel plate surface supported by slide
track beams, allowing the east end to move
along an arc while the west end pivoted on
the turntable.

After rotation, the slide track was placed

parallel to the rotated FWH and the vessel
transitioned to slide shoes supporting
temporary saddles spanning track to track.
The vessel was secured to the saddles,

the saddles bolted to the slide shoes,

and the shoes captive to the track. The
track extended to the south edge of the
mezzanine where the sled pinned into the
slide track. Shoring towers supported the
south beam line.

Using the plant’s overhead cranes, the
east end of the sled was supported by a
spreader beam pinned into the crane main
hook. Two Lift Pro ENR synthetic round
slings connected the spreader beam to the
sled. The back of the sled was connected to
the west crane with Lift Pro round slings.
Connecting the sled directly to the track
allowed for a safe transition.

“As the FWH was moved on the slide
track, it seamlessly transitioned onto
the sled from the mezzanine level,” said
Mike Lins, engineering manager. “The
slide shoes were advanced to the hard
stops, locking the vessel in the horizontal
direction. The captive saddles and slide
shoes secured the vessel to the sled. As a
result, no one was required to access the
suspended load to secure it to the sled
prior to movement.”

The new FWHs were installed by
reversing the sequence. The job was
executed safely with no incidents. |

elocating a historically
significant press to the
Smithsonian-affiliated National

Museum of Industrial History (NMIH)
was quite the project for A&A Machinery
Moving. Weighing an estimated million
pounds, the 7,000-ton capacity Whitworth
press was the first of its kind in the U.S.
Constructed by Bethlehem Steel in 1891, it
produced critical armor for ships and guns
in World War I and World War II.

The plant closed in 1995, and in 2007
attempts to remove the press were
unsuccessful. It was repurposed as an
outdoor landscape monument with a
traffic roundabout built around it.

Further development of a nearby
casino in 2020 required the press be
removed. Despite NMIH’s interest in the
historic relic, it was deemed too costly to
relocate. It had not been disassembled in
almost 100 years and was exposed to the
elements for 20 years. Tie-rods and rams
were locked with corrosion, and the crown
had multiple fractures. The plan was to
use oxygen lances to cut it into pieces for
scrapping. But about 10 months prior to
the required removal, A&A was invited
to look at the project to determine if
relocation was possible.

“A key element of our plan was
abandoning the below-grade base of
the press and having NMIH prepare the
exhibit location with a concrete base and
mounting plates mimicking the original

base,” said A&A’s Nick Lykon.

A second key element was using a wire-
saw to strategically separate the press into
components that could be moved and
reassembled. The wire-sawing enabled
safe and precise cuts and avoided the toxic
smoke that oxygen lances would have
created. Metallurgy tests were conducted
to determine the best wire to use in the
wire saw and specify weld procedures.
Each wire-saw cut took 3 hours of set up
time and 3 to 5 hours to complete.

Cutting it up
Each of the four 18-inch diameter tie-rods
were cut in two places - below the upper
intermediate nut and through the 28-inch
diameter lower intermediate nut above the
anvil. This separated the press into three
primary pieces; a crown assembly; moving
crosshead; and anvil. Plus, the four tie-
rod sections. A-300-ton gantry lifted the
crown, and a crane lifted the other pieces.
With no drawings of the press to
reference, A&A had to estimate the
weights of the press pieces. They estimated
that the crown assembly weighed 400,000
pounds, the moving cross-head at 80,000
pounds, the anvil at 158,000 pounds and
the four tie-rods at 12,000 pounds each.
“Using the gantry hydraulic, we

determined the crown weight to be almost
exactly the estimated 400,000 pounds,’
said Lykon. “The crane scale confirmed
the rest of the pieces were within 5 percent
of our estimates.”
The anvil was another challenge.

Originally a single casting, it broke in
two at some point in its history and was
operationally repaired with through-bolts.
To evenly lift the repaired halves of the
anvil as a single unit, a layout of eight
geometrically aligned lift lugs were welded
to the anvil for a straight pull to a single
hook.

The public nature of the project was
the final challenge. The press was long
prominent publicly and historically
and the impending relocation garnered
significant media attention. Adjacent
to the casino entrance, the relocation
became a credentialed media event
and was promoted as a public event
by both the casino and the museum.
The project would take place under
the scrutiny of multiple photographers
and videographers. To help control and
manage the media and public interest,
A&A prepared information for the press
and the public, and designated a senior
management team member to be onsite
and interact with the press and public and
avoid interruptions to the onsite team.

The 400,000 pound crown assembly was
lifted with a two-post 300-ton hydraulic
gantry and two lift links. Eighty feet of
gantry track extended from the press onto
the roadway. The track was cribbed 8 feet
5 inches high alongside the press in the
traffic circle to account for the elevation
change. The rigging arrangement used
a single 9-part by 1-inch by 50-foot
braided wire rope sling in a double-basket
configuration. Once lifted, the gantry
traveled with the load to set it on a waiting
10-line self-propelled modular transporter
(SPMT) for the %-mile trip to the
museum site where it would be off-loaded
and reassembled in the same manner.

The project required 10 months of
planning and was performed in 15 days

International Airport’s newest expansion,
an elevated pedestrian walkway for the
future international arrivals facility. Part
of the airports $968 million expansion,
the new bridge is only the second walkway
in the world with suitable clearance for a
Boeing 747 to taxi beneath.

Despite the various challenges of
working at an active airport, Mammoet
devised a suitable installation method
for the 1,472-ton walkway using
the accelerated bridge construction
(ABC) method. With their specialized
equipment, Mammoet transported and
lifted the prefabricated bridge into place.
This allowed for an exponentially faster
turnaround time, whereas traditional
construction methods would have caused
significant disruptions to the airport over
a prolonged period of time. The entire
operation was completed over two nights
while flight traffic was at its lowest to
ensure minimal disruption to the airport’s
schedule.

The walkway was transported using
a total of 56 axle-lines of SPMTs in a
four-point configuration, with one set
of SPMTs at each corner. Mammoet’s
transport team taxied the load a total of
three miles down the center runway while
shouldering runways remained open for
incoming, and outgoing planes. Total

transport time from the assembly area to
the final destination between accepting
V-piers was just under three hours.

Tight tolerances

Once in position under the piers, erection
crews took over using four 900-ton steel
frames that utilized a strand jack system.
This was the first time these frames from
the Netherlands have been used in the
United States to control the system’s cables
which are regularly rerouted downward.
In this case, it was required to keep them
clear of the work area and ensure they did
not interfere with the final weld process
below. With approximately 1.5 inches of
tolerance for a precise fit, the bridge span
was hoisted into its final position, 72 feet
from the ground, before being welded into
place.

“Despite the unique challenges and
obstacles that present themselves while
working on an active airport, Mammoet
proudly contributed over 1,800 safe

work man hours to the project without
incident or lost time,” said Mammoet
Project Manager Travis Wilcox. “Our team
overcame several technical and operational
challenges — having to synchronize the
transport and lift, all while ensuring the
v-pier tips were at the correct position
was no easy feat; however, our team
demonstrated professionalism and the
ability to tackle the client’s problem with
an engineered solution seamlessly. This
ultimately led to a successful installation,
without disruption to airport activities
taking place around our work site. It was
truly an honor to represent Mammoet and
receive SC&RA’s Rigging Job of the Year
award. The level of competition was high,
yet this is another example of Mammoet’s
ability to deliver world class service.”
After nearly eight years of planning,
design and construction, the installation
created the world’s longest pedestrian
bridge span over an active airport taxi
lane.

agioli was contracted by
F Pergenova S.C.p.A., a consortium

company established by
Fincantieri and Salini Impregilo (now
Webuild), to build the Polcevera Viaduct
on Italy’s A10 motorway in Genoa. The
new bridge has a continuous steel deck
measuring 1,067 meters with 19 spans,
divided as follows: 14 spans at 50 meters
long; three spans at 100 meters long; three
spans at 100 meters long; one span at 40.9
meters long and one span at 26.27 meters
long.

Modularization allowed Fincantieri to
work in parallel, minimizing the working
hours on the construction site and
increasing productivity. The sections of
the bridge were built in several yards in
Italy and sea transported to Genoa. The
sections were loaded with mobile cranes
onto Fagioli trailers and SPMTs. A total
of 237 bridge sections, (weighing 56 to 89

metric tons) for a single transport passed
through urban roads of 70 heavy road
transports. Fagioli utilized a large fleet of
specialized equipment for the transport
and installation operations. Two out of
the three biggest bridge sections installed
were 100 meters long and weighed 2,000
tons. These two sections were set over the
Polcevera River and the railway tracks.

For these two spans, it was necessary
to pre-lift the sections up to 5 meters
from the ground, to bring them from the
assembly level on site to a transport level
higher than the embankment of the street
and the railway embankment.

Fagioli Climbing Jacks 600 x 4 brought

trestle

the deck on the ground at a standard
height of about 1.5 meters. Given the

final height of the deck, the SPMTs were
equipped with temporary metal carpentry
structures about 3 meters high, aligned
with the transversal internal ribs of the
deck and the longitudinal beams 7 meters
away from each other. The movement of
the span on the Polcevera River required
an approach to the piles with a first convoy
consisting of SPMTs which, at the banks
of the stream, had to interrupt its run and
transfer the 2,000-ton load to the trailers
previously positioned in the riverbed.

Complicated jobsite

The presence of the railway complicated
the job as rail traffic could not be
interupted for very long. The lifting of the
three 2,000-ton spans was carried out by
four cable recovery jacks (Fagioli strand
jack system) with a capacity of 600 tons.
These spans were 93.9 meters in length, 27
meters wide and 4.9 meters tall.

Fagioli used crawler cranes to
install the “segment of span,” a
section placed on top of the piles
to be used for the connection of
the spans. The “segment of span”
was provided with six hydraulic
jacks used for either stability or
skidding operations. Equipment
used for this operation
included two vertical jacks, two
longitudinal jacks per side and
two transversal jacks.

“The lifting lasted an average
of 10 hours and, following the
centering and alignment of the
edges, a first mechanical safety
of the deck with respect to the
pile segments was carried out, designed
considering a possible worsening of time
and an increase in wind burst as per
current legislation,” said Fagioli President
Edoardo Ascione.

The lifting of the 50 meter long spans
was carried out by Demag CC2800,
CC3800 and CC6800 crawler cranes. The
shorter spans were 50 meters long, 27
meters wide (greater width including side
“wing-shaped” structure), 4.9 meters tall
and an average weight of 650 tons. The job
was completed safely with no incidents. l 18
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PRECISION SPECIALIZED, INC.
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tarting on September 28, 2020,
Precision Specialized’s team
successfully transported eight

modules from Oakville, Ontario to the
Port of Hamilton, Ontario. The company
assisted in everything from manufacturing
to all aspects of the transportation scope.

The winning project focused on Module
2, the largest module in the transport
convoy. The power generation module was
a part of a complete modular plant built in
Oakville and then shipped to France.

Utilizing a four axle Western Star
power unit and a 13-axle perimeter rear
steer trailer, the 240,000-pound module
transport clocked in at 150 feet long, 21
feet wide and 24 feet high.

Southern Ontario’s infrastructure is not
designed for high loads. When factoring
in width, weight and length, the routing
becomes incredibly complicated. Precision
Specialized’s initial feasibility study was
met with concern and denials from two
regions. However, a final execution plan
featuring detailed road closures, moving at
night and having all the necessary support
vehicles resulted in the initial denials
being turned into approvals.

“Considerable thought and planning

went into safety;” said Ed Bernard,
president, Precision Specialized.
‘Complete road closures and press
releases in all major papers, social media
and television were key to ensuring the
travelling public were aware of this move.
Covid-19 protocols added to the stringent
rules and regulations we had to adhere to”

Supplying food and restroom facilities
were another concern which was met
with mobile units that traveled with the
Precision Specialized convoy. The final
night of travel involved 230 people in the
move.

Out of the way
The road transportation of Module 2
clocked in at 70 miles and routing was
key. The normal routing from origin to
destination was 15 miles. The company’s
final approved route was 70 miles.
Precision Specialized also factored in the
elements of another company’s previous
transport of the same size. 10 years ago,
a former load convoy budgeted for three
nights, and the resulting move took three
weeks. Bernard cites that the specific
incident, and the experience the company
has gained over the years to help prepare

the team well in advance for the transport.

The incredible moving feat featured
several impressive innovations including
the utilization of pre-lifting wires. But
companies Hydro One and Alectra had
to be convinced to do so, which resulted
in the pre-work man-hours, using mats
to park in areas previously not accessible
for staging, bridge jumping to shorten
travel and most importantly a traffic
management plan with road closures to
funnel traffic away from the convoy.

Sargent Dave LeClair from the local
Hamilton Police Department told
Precision Specialized that it was the best
planned out move he had worked on in his
20-year career.

“This is probably one of the things I
am most proud of, next to our delivery,”
Bernard said. “Considering the Covid
issues, the size of our tailgate meetings and
size of the convoy, we had no issues”

After 10,357 hours of execution
including 12,097 man hours, the module
arrived on October 4, 2020. Precision
Specialized budgeted for seven nighttime
travels and was able to deliver in six. The
transport was completed on budget and
no DOT recordables. |

mega Morgan, Inc. was hired
to transport two cold box
modules from the Port of

Longview, WA to a large semiconductor
factory in Hillsboro, OR. The module
dimensions clocked in at 144 feet long by
17 feet wide, by 15 feet high, with a gross
weight of 457,600 pounds.

On March 1, 2020, the pieces were
loaded onto an Omega Morgan provided
barge directly from ships gear. From there
they were moved across the Columbia
River into Oregon and offloaded utilizing
SPMT trailers and placed to rest on beams
and stands. Omega Morgan crews utilized
hydraulic dollies for the first half of the
45-mile journey. For the second half of the
journey the units were transloaded onto
six lines of four file K25 trailer and eight
lines of two file Goldhofer trailer with
custom bunks and turn tables on both.

The route which took three nights
to traverse was approximately 45
miles traveling along city, county and
state roads. But finding equipment
configurations that could accommodate
the only available route for the move
proved to be the biggest obstacle.

“Once we found the configurations,
we then had to find locations that would
allow us to transload the pieces along
the route which proved to be another
challenge,” said Erik Zander, COO, Omega
Morgan. “This coupled with the extreme
amount of coordination required to shut
not only two roads but a state highway
and jump a bridge in the same night was a
great challenge”

Omega Morgan accomplished this
monumental project by assigning
one project manager along with two
permit techs, two engineers and four
superintendents in the initial planning.

The total man hours clocked in at 5,384.

With safety understandably a top priority
in the project, utility work and congestion
at night were the biggest considerations.

Wire quagmire
Throughout the course of the transport,
the Omega Morgan team encountered a
tremendous number of wires that needed
to be lifted and removed during the
project. Omega Morgan had 11 companies
involved over the course of the 45-mile-
long route.

“This is challenging because you get
5-8 utility trucks that now must not only
travel with the convoy but also maneuver
around the convoy once it passes,” said
Zander. “The two-lane rural roads did not
provide much space for these movements.
This coupled with the low light conditions
made coordination between our crew
and the utility crews of the highest
importance.”

In addition, including the pilot cars, the
traffic control and the utility vehicles, the
team had enlisted well over 15 vehicles in
the convoy. Finding safe locations along
the route to clear traffic as well as move
the Omega Morgan support vehicles,
traffic control and bucket trucks, was a
concern, the company said.

The terrain along the route consisted of
primarily rural county roads with a couple
of small cities, and the roads were mostly
two lanes. Portions of the route we covered
with a heavy tree canopy that required
trimming prior to the transport.

The major design innovation for this
project was coming up with a hydraulically
controlled and operated turn table that
provided extra lift to keep the cold boxes
level as Omega Morgan traveled around
the steep sharp corners along the route.

There were no OSHA or DOT
recordables and the project completed on
time on May 21, 2020. | pe-0

E contacted to perform a feasibility
study for moving the Unit #1

Reactor Pressure Vessel (RPV) from the
San Onofre Nuclear Generating Station in
California to a decommissioning facility
in Clive, Utah.

Emmert’s team started evaluating
movement of the RPV cask utilizing a
rail and over-the-road methodology. As a
result, a route study from North Las Vegas
to Clive, UT was necessary to determine
the feasibility of an over-the-road route
for the 1,470,000-pound piece. At a gross
weight of 2,367,744 pounds, Emmert
contacted the State of Nevada DOT two
years before the project.

Emmert generated a route study
that spanned 400 miles and consisted
of satellite imagery with latitude and
longitude coordinates to identify all
culverts, bridges, overhead power lines,
traffic relief areas and civil improvement
areas. 12 culverts along the route were
deemed as structurally inadequate by
the Nevada DOT. To complicate matters
further, some of the structural drawings
for the original culverts dated as far back

as the 1930’. To establish the baseline for
the structural integrity of the culverts,
Emmert performed hand calculations
predicated on ASHTO and concrete
standards.

While the project required seven prime
movers for pull/push effort, and a 20
axle line, double wide Goldhofer THP/
SL platform trailer coupled with two
4 axle lines of Goldhofer ADD drive,
Emmert International also engineered
and designed a hydraulic jacking system
that would be used to support the culvert
spans from inside the culverts. A steel
column was fabricated that would support
the hydraulic jack. On top of the hydraulic
jack, steel beams were positioned that
would provide the additional support
under the culvert span.

To start the transport process, Emmert
International mobilized the crew and
equipment to the San Onofre Nuclear
Generating Station (SONGS) in March
of 2020. The initial phase of the road
transport included relocating the RPV
cask from its’ existing, on-site location to
a rail siding. The company worked in a
confined area to raise the RPV cask with
hydraulic jacks to a sufficient height to
accommodate positioning a trailer under
the unit. Once the RPV was raised, a
Goldhofer, 12 axle line, self-propelled,

THP/SL trailers, Goldhofer ADD Drives'and seven prime movers

double wide, hydraulic platform trailer
was maneuvered into position, under
the cask. 155 pieces of steel plating were
placed on the ground to accommodate
high ground loadings during the
operation.

Cask campaign

After removing the RPV cask from its pad,
the unit was staged. The platform trailer
was reconfigured to a 16-axle, double wide
trailer layout to accommodate the ground
loadings and preclude plating the onsite
haul route. After moving the RPV cask on
site, it was loaded onto a 36-axle Schnabel
car and transported to North Las Vegas.
After reaching the site, Emmert utilized
climbing jacks to lift the component off
the rail car and transition the cask onto

a Goldhofer, 24 axle line, double wide,
platform trailer with Goldhofer ADD-
drive components to assist the prime
movers when climbing hills.

To further spread the weight of the RPV
cask, Emmert engineered and designed
four RPV extension arms which provided
an additional 30 feet of deck coverage.
Emmert was able to move the 2,367,744-
pound RPV cask from Northern Las Vegas
to the Clive site in 42 days. After 6,720-
man hours, the project was completed on
time, within budget and no incidents. M 22

Emmert International faced scorching Nevada

temperatures as the team utilized the largest Schnabel

rail car in the world to transport a BRPV cask.

The RPV cask traveled 366 miles over the
course of four days utilizing one of the
largest rail cars in the world.

mmert International was
contracted to move a Reactor
Pressure Vessel, or RPV cask,

from the San Onofre Nuclear Generating
Station (SONGS) to Clive, UT. The RPV
cask measured 47 feet 7 inches long, by
15 feet 5 inches wide, by 19 feet 3 inches
tall and weighed 1,470,000 pounds. Given
the number of thru truss bridges along
the route, the goal was to find a rail route
that would achieve an end point as close to
the destination as possible to augment an
over-the-road delivery to the site.

Because of the large size of the RPV
cask and the high number of narrow
truss bridges along the route, it was
determined that the KRL 3600, one of
the largest Schnabel cars in the world,
would accommodate the rail transport.
To perform the route survey, a “high-rail”
truck used mounted specialty lasers to
calibrate the widest and tallest points of
the rail transport configuration.

Repairs needed

To prep the KRL 3600 Schnabel car,
Emmert International sent its rail crew to
the site and performed a full inspection on
the rail car and did an inventory of all the
spare parts. Because the car had remained
idle for so long, a significant amount

of maintenance and repair work was
required. Once the necessary repairs were
made on the rail car, it was then railed

to the SONGS facility. The KRL 3600
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was large enough that even an unladen
shipment required a designated rail
classification, or special train requirement.
The cross-country trip included both
Schnabel car halves, caboose and two
flat cars needed to carry spare parts and
inventory items for the upcoming journey.
The onsite rail spur would not
accommodate the weight of the Laden
KRL 3600. The track was removed and
a new spur was installed. The RPV
cask was outfitted with engineered steel
supports which attached to each end. An
“H-Section” steel framework was installed
on each end of the Schnabel car and
would serve as the connection point with
the steel supports on the RPV cask. The
steel framework was secured by using an
engineered torquing procedure to ensure
its’ rigidity throughout the rail transport.
The first leg of the rail route consisted
of utilizing the MetroLink commuter line
that runs between San Diego and Los
Angeles. The maximum speed would be
15 miles per hour during straight transit.
During lifting and shifting operations, the
rail car could only travel at a maximum
speed of 4 miles per hour. The 36-axle
Schnabel car started its journey at
midnight to minimize the impact on
public transportation and cleared the
MetroLink stations by early morning.

The cask traveled through MetroLink
commuter rail stations with minimal
clearances.

As the RPV approached San Juan
Capistrano, the San Juan Creek railroad
bridge along the route was deemed as not
structurally sound for the RPV crossing.
As a result, shoring had to be installed
under the bridge to support each of the
three spans. The bridge deflection was
monitored during the KRL 3600 crossing
with a laser measuring system. As the
RPV cask continued along the route,
the Emmert crew had to perform over
300 Schnabel car lifts and shifts to avoid
impediments along the way.

Temperatures soared to 106 degrees
Fahrenbheit as the rail car progressed
through the Mojave Desert. This forced
the Union Pacific locomotive crew to
change out in order to continue.

Rail on rail

Upon transitioning across the Nevada
border, the crew was able to reach the
newly constructed rail siding in North
Las Vegas within one day. At the rail
siding, the Schnabel car was spotted on
the track and then the locomotives were
disconnected.

After the RPV cask was disconnected
from the Schnabel car pins, Emmert
then utilized a Track Mobile to move the
Schnabel car halves away from the RPV
cask during offloading sequence.

In sum, the RPV cask traveled 366 miles
over the course of 4 days without injury or
damage to equipment utilizing one of the
largest rail cars in the world. SN

assemblies from the Horse Mesa Dam in
Arizona.

Comprising an engineering, fabrication
and implementation project that took
place between September 2018 and August
2020, EMMERT INTERNATIONAL utilized
custom rigging, jacking, lifting beams,

that bordered the spent fuel area at a
nuclear power plant.

TRANSDATA ENGENHARIA E

(Brazil) on November 26, 2020, bound for
Santo Antonio dos Lopes. Upon arrival,
Transdata faced a new challenge: the
transfer of the transport beam generator
to a set of 22 self-propelled axles in the
fourth row. The fixed-price project also
required rigging, and was completed with
no injuries, damages or claims.

of on-site
personnel

CCO CEO Thom Sicklesteel reviews the on-site

personnel roles when working with cranes.

ften the discussion around
responsibilities of on-site
personnel for cranes does not

occur until after an incident happens.
Unfortunately, at that point, the finger
pointing begins and responses such as “We
aren’t crane experts! That is why we hired
a crane company!” are all too common.

These situations can be avoided by
clearly defining the responsibilities
of on-site personnel for cranes. The
responsibilities come from multiple
sources, so it can be difficult to understand
each party’s role, especially when adding
in the additional layers of complexity
of vertical standards, state plans, local
jurisdictions and site plans.

While in some cases state plans, local
jurisdictions and site plans can be more
stringent, this article focuses on industry
standards and federal regulations. At
the federal level the primary regulation
is OSHA’s Crane and Derricks in
Construction Standards (29 CFR 1926
Subpart CC). State plan states are required
to have regulations that are at least as
rigorous as federal OSHA, so if working
in a state with more restrictive regulations
regarding things such as the qualifications
of a crane, an operator, a rigger, a signal
person or an assembly/disassembly (A/D)
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director, it’s important to understand that
state’s specific requirements.

The industry relies on the ASME B30
series. While much attention has been paid
to regulation development on a state and
federal level, ASME continues to update
the industry consensus standards every
three to five years. Additionally, ASME’s
panel of diverse industry experts respond
to questions and inquiries, making these
documents continually evolving. Lastly,
and perhaps most importantly, ASME
standards have a much broader scope than
their regulatory counterparts and apply to
far more industries and locations.

Defining responsibilities
A key concept in defining personnel
responsibilities is understanding the
difference between competent, certified
and qualified. OSHA 1926.1401 defines
these as:
COMPETENT - One who is capable of
identifying existing and predictable
hazards in the surroundings or working
conditions which are unsanitary,
hazardous or dangerous to employees and
who has authorization to take prompt
corrective measures to eliminate them.
CERTIFIED - A person who meets the
testing requirements by a nationally
recognized third party with regard to the
subject matter.
QUALIFIED - A person who, by possession
of a recognized degree, certificate or
professional standing, or who by extensive
knowledge, training and experience
successfully demonstrated the ability to
solve/resolve problems relating to the
subject matter, the work or the project.
The difference in these terms is critical
to understand. Too often these terms are
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“The crane owner, crane

user and site supervisor
1’:,each come from a different
perspective, so they must
understand exactly what
their responsibilities are.

mixed up and used interchangeably when
they mean very different things. Proper
use of these terms is vital when discussing
responsibilities.

When referring to testing requirements,
“certified” is the most stringent and
requires tests by a nationally recognized
third party, such as NCCCO. “Qualified”
typically requires some type of testing;
however, this can be done by the employer
and is not required to meet national
testing standards. For “competent”
qualification, it is more about the ability,
experience and authorization rather than
demonstrating the ability to solve and
resolve problems through a test.

Roles of on-site personnel
The chart in the photo above outlines the
various roles that are involved with on-site
crane operations: On the left side are roles
that do not have specific requirements
listed for qualification (e.g., competent,
certified or qualified); the roles on the
right side, however, do have requirements
defined by OSHA and/or ASME. The
roles in yellow are defined only in ASME
and not in OSHA; the role in green is
specifically defined in OSHA while ASME
is less direct.

Supervisors, users, owners
Supervisors, crane users and crane owners
do not have any requirements listed for
qualification by OSHA or ASME (e.g.,
competent, certified or qualified). They
do, however, have substantial areas of
responsibility that are important to know
and understand on the worksite.

OSHA defines Controlling Entity as
“an employer that is a prime contractor,
general contractor, construction manager
or any other legal entity which has the
overall responsibility for the construction
of the project - its planning, quality and
completion” (1926.1401). ASME defines
Site Supervision as a role that “exercises
supervisory control over the work site on
which a crane is being used and over the
work that is being performed on that site”
(B30.5-3.1.3(c)). So, in many cases these
terms can be used interchangeably.

The Site Supervisor/Controlling Entity is
responsible for:
M Ensuring the crane is inspected and in

good condition.

B Determining whether additional

regulations/requirements are applicable.

M Ensuring a qualified person is
designated as the Lift Director.
M Ensuring crane operations are

coordinated with other jobsite activities.

M Ensuring that the area for the crane
is adequately prepared (access, room,
suitable ground, traffic control).

B Ensuring assembly/disassembly is
supervised by a qualified person.

M Ensuring crane operators meet the
requirements.

M Ensuring conditions that may adversely
affect crane operations are addressed.

M Allowing crane operations near
powerlines only when requirements are
met.

M Defining special lifting operations
protocol.

M Ensuring the rigging crew is supervised
by a qualified person.

M Ensuring crane maintenance is
performed.

Site Supervisors/Controlling Entities
sometimes may balk at the extent to
which they are expected to be involved
in the crane operations; however, their
role is critical. They need to set the rules
of engagement and ensure that the rules
are being followed. Site Supervisors/
Controlling Entities also have control
over the site and the individuals/
entities working there. They are the
most knowledgeable regarding ground
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conditions as well as workflow and crew

requirements. These elements become

even more significant when space on the
worksite is limited or site conditions are
poor.

It also is significant that the Lift Director
is designated by the Site Supervisor. As
detailed below, the Lift Director is a key
individual in implementing the plan.
Therefore, it is important that they have
direct access to those who are responsible
for creating the rules of engagement
(Site Supervisor/Controlling Entity).

Lift Directors are easy to discern. A

Compliance Officer only must ask the

rigger or the signal person who the Lift

Director is. If the answers aren’t consistent,

or they don’t know, the Site Supervisor can

be held responsible for not making the
roles and responsibilities clear.

Crane User is a term that only ASME
utilizes. ASME defines the Crane User
role as the one who “arranges the crane’s
presence on a worksite and controls its use
there” In today’s construction sites, this
is the most overlooked role and one that
should be specifically assigned. The Crane
User is responsible for:

B Complying with regulations, standards
and manufacturer’s requirements.

B Using supervisors that are qualified for
crane activities.

B Ensuring the crane is in proper
operating condition, including verifying
the crane owner has provided the
required documentation and frequent
inspections have been completed.

M Verifying that the crane has the
necessary lifting capacity to perform the
work.

B Using crane operators that meet the
requirements.

M Ensuring the assigned operator(s) have
been notified of adjustments or repairs
that have not yet been completed.

B Designating personnel for maintenance,
repair, transport, assembly and
disassembly.

M Ensuring all inspection, testing and
maintenance programs specified are
followed.

B Informing the crane owner if rope on
the crane is replaced or shortened.

Two things become evident from the
lists of responsibilities. First, on smaller
jobsites, the Crane User role is typically
included with another role such as Site
Supervisor, Lift Director, etc. Second,
overlapping of responsibilities becomes
obvious. While the responsibilities overlap,
the perspectives the roles are coming
from can be different. When ASME puts
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responsibilities under multiple areas, that

is to provide a full perspective and to

ensure that these significant items are not
missed.

Lastly, there are Crane Owners.
According to ASME, the crane owner “has
custodial control of a crane by virtue of
lease or ownership” ASME was careful to
keep the roles and responsibilities within
the four corners of the worksite. If a rental
crane with operator comes into the site,
then the crane is typically “owned” by
the crane supplier. On the other hand,
in the event a crane is bare rented, the
owner is the entity on site that is renting
the crane (not the crane rental company).
It is important for companies that bare
rent to understand their crane owner
responsibilities.

The Crane Owner is responsible for:

M Providing a crane that meets the
requirements of the standards and the
crane user.

M Providing a crane and all components
specified by the manufacturer to meet
the crane user’s requested configuration
and capacity.

M Providing additional technical
information when requested by the
crane user.

M Providing assembly/disassembly,
operation, maintenance and warning
decals.

M Establishing an inspection, testing and
maintenance program.

M Designating personnel for maintenance,
repair, transport, assembly and
disassembly

B Maintaining rope information for the
rope installed on each drum.

Crane owners have a say in who the
personnel are for maintenance, repair,
transport, assembly and disassembly,
as does the crane user. This is because
disassembly occurs on-site, but the
components and equipment then leave
the site. Most importantly, crane owners
should be a technical resource on the
equipment. So, if you bare rent a crane,
do you have the technical resources to
answer the questions that may arise?

If not, you should seek to put these

in place as part of your bare rental

considerations.

Lift Director responsibilities
The role of Lift Director has become a
critical role to identify on the jobsite.

As mentioned above, Lift Directors are
assigned by the Site Supervisor. This
means that if there is confusion related to
who is performing the role of Lift Director,
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the Site Supervisor is usually cited. Often
OSHA enforcement actions often begin
with asking the rigger and signal person to
identify the Lift Director.

As ASME was the creator of the role of
“Lift Director;” the responsibilities outline
below apply to all industries. However,
despite the ASME requirements being
published in 2007, many organizations
that use cranes are unfamiliar with
this term or concomitant allocation of
responsibilities.

In response, in OSHA's compliance
directive of 2014, the term “Lift Director”
is used 41 times. OSHA has also cited
companies for failure to “designate a
competent lift director” as early as 2013.
Today, more and more organizations are
identifying the Lift Director by means
of a uniquely colored vest or hardhat as
well as requiring pre-lift meeting logs that
identify the person who is filling the role
of Lift Director.

Under ASME, the Lift Director is
required to be a qualified individual.
Therein lies the issue: Site supervisors
must have some means by which to
show that the Lift Director successfully
demonstrated the ability to solve or resolve
Lift Director problems.

The areas of Lift Director responsibilities
define what the Lift Director should
know/do, including:

M Being present at the jobsite during
lifting operations.

M Ensuring the area needed for crane
operations has been prepared before
operations commence.

M Ensuring personnel involved
understand their responsibilities,
assigned duties and associated hazards.

B Addressing safety concerns and being
responsible if they overrule concerns
and direct operations to continue.

B Appointing the signal person(s) and
ensuring they are qualified.

M Ensuring compliance when working
near power lines or lifting personnel.

M Ensuring the load rigging is performed
by a competent rigger.

M Ensuring precautions are implemented
in special lifting operations.

Note that the Lift Director does not have
to watch every single lift. ASME changed
the language in 2018 to remove the
requirement that the Lift Director needed
to ensure that the load was balanced. This
responsibility was moved to the Rigger.
Lift Directors can assign rigging of the
load and load parameters to a crew and
be alerted should the parameters change.
However, on any critical lift, the qualified

Lift Director should play more of a
visible role.

Often the question comes up, “Isn’t the
operator the Lift Director?” The short
answer is “no.” The Lift Director has
the responsibility to address the safety
concerns and they are responsible if
they overrule the concerns and direct
operations to continue. This paramount
duty and responsibility rests with the
person who the Site Supervisor identified
and qualified to direct the crews - the Lift
Director.

Lift Directors do not have to be experts
on the crane at the site (they rely on the
crane operator for crane and load chart
information); however, the Lift Director
takes all of the factors into account
before letting the lift proceed. There are
numerous courses and training classes
available for Lift Director. Training should
be validated through certification to
ensure its effectiveness. NCCCO offers
the only accredited certification for Lift
Director in the industry. For information,
please visit www.nccco.org/LD.

Operator’s critical role

The Crane Operator plays a critical role in
the operation of the crane. Many believe
that the Crane Operator is the captain of
the ship and is responsible for all crane-
related things. While this isn’t anywhere
near the truth, the Crane Operator does
have significant responsibilities and
qualification requirements.

In essence, the crane operator is
responsible from the hook to the wheels
— or for tower cranes, the hook to the
foundation. This includes knowing
the types of site conditions that could
adversely affect the operation of the
crane and reviewing requirements with
the Lift Director. Additionally, the Crane
Operator needs to inspect the crane and
report needed adjustments or repairs
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to a designated person. Being able to
understand the load chart and determine

net capacity as well as being cognizant
of all factors that might impact crane
capacity are also requirements. The Crane
Operator should know standard signals
(but is not required to be a qualified signal
person) and should understand basic

load rigging (but is not required to be a
qualified rigger).

Under ASME (which covers all
industries), the Crane Operator is required
to be a qualified individual. Further,
ASME defined content areas in which
the Crane Operator must demonstrate
knowledge, skills and abilities. This
content is broken down into a written
exam and a practical exam on the crane
type the operator is operating. ASME
also defined physical qualifications for
the operator. In 2021, ASME modified
the physical requirements to be similar to
the DOT physical requirements for CDL
licenses.

In 2018 OSHA released the last
portion of the Federal Crane Rule for
Construction, which has a similar but
different qualification process for crane
operators. OSHA defined three critical
elements:

B An operator training process
M The licensing/certification requirements
M An employer evaluation process

For OSHA, training + certification +
evaluation = qualification.

If an operator has not been
certified and evaluated, they
are an “operator-in-training”
and may only be assigned

tasks within the operator-in training’s
ability. In critical lifting situations such

as operations near energized power lines,
personnel hoisting or multiple equipment
lifts, the trainee must be certified. The
operator’s trainer must be an employee

or agent of the operator-in-training’s
employer and have the knowledge,
training and experience necessary to
direct the operator-in-training on the
equipment in use. Retraining is based on
the performance of the operator or an
evaluation indicating training is necessary.

For certification, OSHA requires that the
certification is performed by a nationally
recognized accrediting agency. There
have been several changes as to which
organizations are accredited. For the most
up-to-date information, the NCCCO
Foundation provides an Accredited
Certifier Directory. Certification can be
by type or by type and capacity. In cases
where a nationally accredited certification
is not available, OSHA directs that a “most
similar” certification should be utilized.
The NCCCO Foundation has created a
Crane Type Advisory Group (CTAG) that
identifies the most similar certifications to
be used.

OSHA defined crane operator evaluation
as where the employer must ensure
that each operator is qualified by a
demonstration of the skills and knowledge,
as well as the ability to recognize and avert
risk, necessary to operate the equipment
safely, including those specific to the safety
devices, operational aids, software and the
size and configuration of the equipment.
Size and configuration include, but are not
limited to, lifting capacity, boom length,
attachments, luffing jib and counterweight
configuration. As well, they should have
the ability to perform the hosting activities
required for assigned work, including, if
applicable, blind lifts, personnel hoisting
and multi-crane lifts.

Said more simply, the evaluation needs
to show skills and knowledge related to
the crane as well as to the work. It is very
important for crane operator employers to

have a plan and a strategy for complying
with these detailed requirements.
Differences in crane type, manufacturer,
software systems, attachments, etc. should
be considered when differentiating
evaluations. Further, the type of work
should be differentiated as well. Some
organizations have defined “standard” lifts
and have unique evaluations for “non-
standard” lifts such as working around
power lines, personnel hoisting, critical
lifts, multi-crane lifts and multi-
load line lifts. Lastly, and perhaps
most importantly, the evaluation
documentation must contain the
operator’s name, evaluator’s name
and signature, the date, the make,
model and configuration of the
equipment. It also must be available
at the worksite.

‘Eyes and ears’
Signalpersons can have the greatest 30
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impact on a jobsite with a crane, and

as you see in the previous graphic, also

comes in as one of the top 10 citations

by OSHA. In essence, they are the eyes

and ears of the operator - especially in

situations where the operator cannot see
the load. Rightfully, the signalperson
requirements have grown in OSHA and
are an area of focus for ASME.

Under OSHA, the signal person must
be a qualified person and is required
when the point of operation is not in full
view of the operator, view of direction of
travel is obstructed or when there are site
specific safety concerns that the operator
or person handling the load determines it
is necessary. OSHA allows for two options
of qualifying a signal person: Option
1 - Third-party qualified evaluator, or
Option 2 — Employer’s qualified evaluator.
Under Option 1 the qualification is
portable, whereas under Option 2 it is
not. In either case the qualification must
be documented.

The documentation must be available
at the site and must specify what type
of signaling. The signal person must be
qualified through an oral or written test
and through a practical test. Further, the
tests must cover the following content:

B Knowing and understanding the type
of signals used.

B Understanding the Standard Method
for hand signals (if hand signals are
used).

B Competently applying the type of
signals used.

Bl Having a basic understanding of
equipment operation and limitations,
including crane dynamics involved in
swinging and stopping loads and boom
deflection from hoisting loads.

M Knowing and understanding
the relevant requirements of the
regulations.

Under ASME, the signal person area has
become an area of focus. ASME B30.5-
2021 delineated responsibilities of the
signal person, consisting of such items as:
M Directing movement of the crane and/

or load.

M Signaling equipment (when used).

M Utilizing standard hand or voice
signals.

M Verifying that special signals (when
required) do not conflict with standard
signals.

M Avoiding commands that results in
loads going over people (whenever
possible).

It is anticipated that ASME will work
to define signal person qualifications in
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the coming versions of B30.5 and the
requirements would likely also contain a
written (or audible) and a practical exam.

Rigger responsibilities

Riggers are a key area of responsibility

when working with cranes. This role

typically hooks and unhooks the loads
from a crane. OSHA focused on this area
and now ASME has weighed in as well.

Under OSHA, the rigger must be a
qualified person and is required when
hooking/unhooking or guiding a load,
doing the initial connection of a load
to a component or structure, rigging
operations during assembly/disassembly
of a crane/derrick or anytime workers are
within the fall zone. The fall zone means
the area (including, but not limited to, the
area directly beneath the load) in which it
is reasonably foreseeable that partially or
completely suspended materials could fall
in the event of an accident. Said another
way, where will the load wind up if it fell?
If the load is round and can roll, there
might be a much bigger fall zone than the
“drop” area.

In 2018, ASME added the role of
rigger into the B30.5 standard. It states
in part “The rigger selects, configures
and assembles the rigging equipment
for the attachment, support, control and
detachment...” ASME went further by
outlining the rigger’s responsibilities as:
M Ensuring the weight of the load and

its approximate center of gravity have
been obtained.

B Selecting the proper rigging
equipment, inspecting it and
complying with applicable ASME
volumes.

M Ensuring the rated load of the rigging
equipment as configured is sufficient
for the load based on the number of
legs, hitch, and effects of angles.

M Properly attaching the rigging
equipment.

M Ensuring that rigging equipment is
adequately protected from abrasion,
burring or other damage during load
handling activities.

M Rigging the load in a manner to ensure
balance and stability.

M Knowing and understanding the
applicable signals for equipment in use.

Further, the Lift Director’s role was
modified to overseeing the rigger.

In 2021, ASME B30.5 added rigger
qualifications to include a written and
practical examination covering:

M Selection and use of rigging

B Appropriate application

B Weight, center of gravity, loading
B Inspection criteria

ASME also specified that riggers who
do not meet the requirements are trainees
and therefore require direct supervision
by a qualified rigger.

What about A/D?

There seems to be considerable confusion
over the role of an Assembly/Disassembly
Director. While OSHA created the
concept of this position, ASME’s Lift
Director role can also be applied. Because
ASME is not as clear, the following
description focuses on the OSHA
definition (which is why the box in the
graphic at the beginning of this article is
green).

Under OSHA, the Assembly/
Disassembly Director needs to be both
qualified and competent. This means that
they must both have the knowledge of
what the issues are as well as the ability to
resolve them. OSHA rightly recognized
that often “qualified and competent”
does not exist in one single person and
allowed that if there was more than one
person performing this role, it would be
a competent person who is assisted by
one or more qualified persons (OSHA
1926.1404(a)). An example would be a
large crawler crane: The supervisor of
the assembly crew would typically be the
competent person and they would be
assisted by a manufacturer representative,
soils engineer, mat engineer, etc.
Assembly/Disassembly Directors are
responsible for:

M Holding an assembly/disassembly
safety meeting before work begins to
check that crew members understand
tasks and hazards.

M Following the manufacturer or
employer procedures for assembly/
disassembly.

M Following manufacturer prohibitions.

M Mitigating 12 specific hazards ranging
from blocking, center of gravity, assist
crane loading and winds.

M Inspecting post assembly.

In many places, the post-assembly
inspection is required to be documented
so that the Crane Owner, User, Site
Supervisor, Lift Director and Operator
have some documentation to rely on
regarding the condition of the crane
post-assembly. In some cases, contractors
are even requiring this post-assembly
inspection to be done by a third party. At
the end of the day, knowing the roles and
responsibilities when working around
cranes makes for a safer jobsite. |
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he Sixth Annual Industry Forum
on Personnel Qualifications, held
as a hybrid event in November,
was judged a major success by those
who attended; fully 95 percent stated
that the Forum “met or exceeded” their
expectations, and 90 percent would
“definitely” attend another.

The four-hour hybrid conference, held
both in person in Arlington, VA and
via Zoom, attracted record
registrations of almost 500
safety professionals from 45
states. There was no charge
to attend the Forum thanks
to the generosity of event
sponsor, Industrial Training
International (ITT).

“These two key market partners
continue to provide
exceptional products and

Building momentum
Throughout 2021, the Association
continued to endeavor for the safety
and awareness of all its members via
its website-based COVID-19 Crisis
Command Center. SC&RA also
joined the Construction Industry
Safety Coalition (CISC) early in the
year — which allowed it to become a
signatory on numerous letters fighting
for its members on issues such as hazard
communications, the CDC vaccine and
OSHA’s Emergency Temporary Standard.
In addition to joining CISC, SC&RA
also worked with the U.S. Small Business
Administration (SBA) on two standards:
tree removal and emergency response.
And throughout 2021, SC&RA has been
emphasizing the inclusion of crane-
related information in permit discussions
at the state and local levels —which will
ultimately be included in SC&RA Permit
Manual updates.
“We're also researching which

states offer a blanket permit
specifically for mobile cranes,
and we're very close to including
mobile crane weights and
permitting into the Association’s
overall harmonization efforts,”
said Beth O’Quinn, SC&RA
Senior Vice President, Crane &
Rigging.

Staying busy on the crane side, the
Association also submitted a letter to
the California Occupational Safety and
Health Standards Board, requesting that
they reconsider that proof load tests be
based on manufacturers’ load ratings for
the conditions of use, while not exceeding
110 percent of the maximum load ratings
for the boom on the crane.

Continuing its work with the
International Crane Stakeholders
Assembly, SC&RA was able to release
a guidance - Mobile Crane Ground
Preparation for Wind Farm Construction
- available to members through the
Association website or mobile app.

Our members
see that, in light of the
challenges, we've
been able to reduce
expenses, retain

an excellent staff,
continue on all of our
key advocacy and
communication efforts while
also focusing on our affinity
programs - and even add
back in live events.

Additionally, SC&RA published the
Understanding Tower Crane Bare Rental
Agreements document, a new tool to
help tower crane companies protect
themselves against unfair and
biased agreements.
Momentum being what
it is, the Crane & Rigging
and Transportation Groups
worked collaboratively in
2021 to address an increase in
crane issues at the state level,
which included: improperly
taxed operations in South
Carolina, super load limits
and exorbitant engineering
survey requirements in
Massachusetts and now,
newly required police escorts
and nighttime movements in Maryland.

Notable wins

For the Transportation Group, the South
Carolina result ultimately ended up
being a huge win for SC&RA mobile
crane and special mobile equipment
operators when the state recognized that
it was improperly taxing them through
IRP/IFTA - when they were otherwise
exempt.

To that end, collaboration with the
Crane & Rigging Group also led to
solving Massachusetts’ 130,000-pound
super load limit and required route >36
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trucking association there in its efforts
to repeal sales taxes on rolling stock
equipment.

“Additionally;” said Chris Smith,
SC&RA Vice President, Transportation,
“a new UPT 2021 strategic plan to help
get the final fourteen states over the
line on automation continues to move
forward”

Representing another notable win,
he added, “HB19 passed the Texas
Legislature this summer
and was signed into law —
preventing the naming of the
carrier in an accident lawsuit
until the court can determine
if the driver was found to be
at fault”

Looking ahead, the
SC&RA Safety and Pilot Car
Committees have convened
a joint task force to develop
a best-practice guide for
pre-trip meetings between
pilot cars and carriers. Smith
also indicated that SC&RA’s
Permit Policy Committee
will pursue Phase III permit
harmonization with AASHTO.

Continued benefits

The Specialized Carriers and Rigging
Foundation (SC&RF) had a busy 2021
as well, conducting its own internal
Workforce Survey, whereby 68 members
responded. A report on the data will be
released in early 2022.

Additionally, the Foundation approved
$15,000 in funding for the update and
revisions to its 2011 research study
Transporting a Global Economy, which
will help to bolster SC&RA advocacy
platforms, and include crane data as well
as the new workforce data.

“This research holds particular value
because we haven't really had specific
information about
our industry up to
this point,” said Jackie
Roskos, Director,
SC&RF and SC&RA
Ladies Group. “Now
we have a significant

As for scholarships, said
Roskos, “This year, the board
felt it prudent to slightly
reduce funding, but to date,
eleven recipients have been
selected, and $15,830 has been
awarded in addition to $17,900
in ‘Partner in Education’
tuition.”

Relatedly, at the 2021 Annual
Conference, SC&RF announced several
new multi-year commitments, including
The Taylor Family Foundation, NBIS, the
James Lomma Memorial and the Doug
Ball Memorial.

Moving into 2022 on the workforce side,
Roskos explained that the Foundation
is looking at how to better define the
objectives and goals for Lift & Move USA.

“COVID gave us the opportunity to
reimagine Lift & Move, to reidentify
what worked, what didn’t - to reclarify
objectives and goals. And hopefully a new
program rolls out as a result — one we can
work with members on and continue to
benefit the industry with.” |

Jason Baynard discusses the challenges of

navigating the complexities of assuring the most

optimal insurance coverage for your business.

egular readers of this column
will know that we at NBIS
are known for emphasizing

the importance of having the right
insurance for your business. Because we
work exclusively with companies in the
crane and rigging, concrete pump, and
specialized transportation industries,

we are well-versed in navigating the
complexities of delivering the most
optimal coverage for your unique business.
One thing we've seen time and again with
our insureds is the need to address bailee
coverage, also known as care, custody, and
control coverage, or CCC.

The average consumer will be well-
acquainted with examples of a bailor/
bailee situation. If you take your car to a
mechanic for service, you are the bailor (as
the owner of the car) and your mechanic
is the bailee (as the entity that takes it
into their possession for service). What
happens if your car is damaged while at
the mechanic’s garage? Who is liable for
any losses or damages incurred? Bailee
coverage addresses scenarios like these
and is essentially analogous to the term
more aligned with insurance for the heavy
construction industry, which is CCC.

Defining CCC

Following are the understood definitions

of the three Cs.

M CARE is when your company is
temporarily in possession of or
responsible for watching over another
person or company’s property (known
as third-party property).

M CUSTODY is when you are responsible for
safeguarding the property.

M CONTROL is when you have power or

THE AUTHOR
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authority over the property.

Note that not all three of these need to
be true in order for an exposure to be
considered CCC. And, be aware that CCC
refers only to personal property, not real
property such as buildings or permanent
structures.

Let’s say your company is a crane and
rigging operation that routinely takes
customer (third-party) property into its
possession. As part of a job, you agree
to receive a drop-shipped HVAC unit
from an OEM and hold it at your yard
or warehouse for a customer until it is
ready to be lifted, transported to, and
then installed at its final destination at the
customer’s facility. In this scenario, you
will be temporarily in possession of third-
party property — the HVAC unit belonging
to your customer.

Covering exposures

If your business operates in a way where
even one element of this example sounds
familiar to you, then getting up to speed
on the necessity of CCC coverage is
non-negotiable. Your company has

to ensure that your insurance policy
covers exposures arising from any loss
or damages of customer property during
any part of this process - storage, lifting,
transporting, or installation.

Addressing CCC coverage through
general liability. At one point the
transport system had to travel in reverse
for five miles.depending on the nature of
the exposure. The first is through a general
liability (GL) policy. GL policies inherently
exclude real and personal property, but
NBIS and other markets in this space
will often add an endorsement to the GL
policy that will allow the CCC to apply to
third-party items held on behalf of others.

The benefit of addressing CCC
coverages through the GL policy is that
not only could your GL policy respond
in the event of a loss, the CCC (or often
Riggers Liability) can flow through the
lead 5M excess, or 5x5 depending on

project-specific needs and contractual
requirements. Instead of containing your
CCC exposure to your million-dollar
occurrence limit on the GL policy, if your
Excess policy is a Follow Form policy there
may be coverage above the primary $1M
for an occurrence. However, you and your
agent need to understand both policies
and related impacts in a claims scenario.

While addressing CCC under general
liability coverage is an option, be aware
that it can create unintended exposures.
GL policies by default typically do not, for
example, cover temporary storage of items
- so if your crane company is temporarily
storing that HVAC unit, depending on
your exact GL coverage and endorsements,
you might not be covered in the event
of loss or damage to that third-party
property. GL also wouldn't cover damages
incurred during an over-the-road haul.

Essentially, the general liability coverage
is often just that — general. It's up to you to
ask the right questions of your insurance
agent and provider to determine if this is
the right choice for you.

Addressing CCC coverage through
inland marine. If addressing your CCC
exposures through GL isn't right for your
company, the other method through
which CCC coverages are typically
addressed is through five main forms that
fall under the banner of inland marine
insurance. You're already familiar with
inland marine, which covers products and
equipment when transported over land
by train or truck or when temporarily
warehoused by a third party. These five
forms are rated and independent CCC
coverages.

n RIGGERS LIABILITY INSURANCE
Insurance for a contractor’s liability
arising out of the moving/storing of
property and equipment that belongs to
others, such as lifting air-conditioning
units onto a roof with a crane. (Third-
party exposure).

adding value beyond an insurance contract.

hen you think of insurance,
the first thing that often
comes to mind is the

coverage provided by the policy, but
what if that protection was only one

of the multiple reasons you paid your
premiums? If you find the optimal
insurance carrier and producer team
for your risk management needs, that
should be the position you find yourself
in over time. A comprehensive insurance
platform will afford you numerous
opportunities to leverage your program
and manage your risk well beyond the
basic insurance transaction.

By comparison, the ACT 100 mobile
crane total in 2019 was 16,347. There were
15,944 mobile cranes in 2018 and 15,579
units in 2017. Some 142 mobile cranes
were added this year, again an impressive
number given the challenges this year.

This year's ACT 100 has 103
companies on the list with five companies
tied with the same total capacity.

For the 16th time, Maxim Crane Works
is Number 1 on the ACT 100 with an
ACT index of 715,000, up from 704,400
in 2020. As a comparison, Maxim posted
698,535 tons capacity in 2019 and 693,464
tons total capacity in 2018.

Maxim appeared to still be in an
acquisition mode, for both new cranes
and companies. In 2020, Maxim reported
a total crane fleet of 3,365 units as
compared to 3,265 units last year. Maxim’s
fleet size and ACT index is far larger than
its competitors.

Bigge Crane & Rigging remains at the
Number 2 spot with ALL Erection staying
at Number 3. Bigge and ALL switched
rankings in 2019 and it appears Bigge is
growing its fleet at a faster rate than ALL.
This year Bigge posted an ACT Index
of 214,590 with 933 mobile cranes and
330 crawlers. Last year Bigge reported
966 mobile cranes and 268 crawlers and
an ACT Index of 193,198. The company

concentrated on adding larger capacity
crawlers this year.

ALL Erection saw a decrease in fleet
size to 2,089 units, down from 2,144 units
reported last year. However, with an index
of 170,288, ALL did see an increase in
capacity from 165,486 in 2020.

The top five rounded out the same as
last year with Lampson now at Number 4
and Marmon at Number 5.

Mergers and acquisitions continue to
impact the ACT 100, although the
activity wasn't as fervent at it has been in
previous years. Biggest gainers this year
are W.O. Grubb, Mountain Crane Service,
Berry Contracting/Bay Crane, Superior

The largest crawler crane fleet in North
America again belongs to Maxim Crane
Works with 515 units, up from 505 last
year. Maxim also has the largest mobile
crane fleet in North America with 2,850
units, up from 2,715 units from 2021.

As stated previously, in the largest
crane category, different capacities may
be listed for the same machine. We rely
on the information supplied to us in
determining these capacities as rigging
variables can change the capacity of the
crane.

Because the vast majority of crane-
owning companies are privately held,
it can be difficult to obtain and verify
figures, although we do approach
independent industry sources for
assistance and use related web resources
and research when we use an estimate.
