The skilled labor gap in the 
lifting, rigging and specialized 
transportation industry is 

significant and growing. The industry 
workforce initiative – Lift & Move USA 
is needed more than ever. This was a very 
successful live event pre-Covid, reaching 
nearly 8,000 students and educators. The 
SC&RF is working hard to bring back a 
new, improved version of the initiative. 
Perhaps even more streamlined but just 
as effective. 

Launched in 2015 as a joint industry 
effort, Lift & Move USA was organized 
by four industry institutions: Specialized 
Carriers & Rigging Association, 
Specialized Carriers & Rigging 
Foundation, National Commission for 
the Certification of Crane Operators and 
KHL Group.

Building awareness
In April 2023, the SC&RF will announce 
the newly formed Lift & Move 
Ambassador Program. This program 
will showcase an exclusive group of 
companies that are committed to building 

awareness about job opportunities/
careers and other community resources 
available to bridge the skilled labor 
gap in crane, rigging and specialized 
transportation. 

“The future of the industry depends 
on the intentionality the industry puts 
on building a workforce and creating 
awareness around the opportunities 
and careers in the industry,” said Jackie 
Roskos, director, SC&RF. “The goal of the 
new Ambassador Program is to develop 
a nationwide network of like-minded 
companies who can share resources, learn 
from one another and provide the SC&RF 
with feedback on what tools need to be 
developed to assist in broad workforce 
development efforts.”

Program ambassadors are encouraged 
to engage with the workforce at a 
community level, including connecting 
with CTE directors and local and state 
workforce boards. Ambassadors will also 
be encouraged to attend Career Fairs and 
Career Day events, in addition to holding 
interviews with students. 

Hosting events is also a viable option for 
ambassadors. This could be as simple as 
organizing a field trip to the company’s

As a result, companies 
may also organize an internship or 
apprenticeship program and engage 

with the workforce. Social media is 
also a viable resource for engaging with 
students and sharing workforce-related 
content and industry articles.

Stay in touch
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Back in 2018, Helm Mechanical 
hired Standard Cartage 
Company for a multi-

phase, multi-year project involving 
the replacement of eight Indeck high 
temperature water (HTW) generators, 
weighing 90,000-pounds and measuring  
32 feet long by 12 feet 7 inches wide by  
13 feet 10 inches tall.

For the third phase of the project, 
the scope of work was to receive three 
generators at the jobsite – one of the busiest 
airports in the United States. The three 
generators needed to be carefully moved 
through the Heating and Refrigeration 
(H&R) building, jacked down and installed 
in place. Work began on June 16, 2021 and 
was successfully completed July 2, 2021. 

The congested airport jobsite presented 
several obstacles; the boilers were unloaded 
on the main road with airline arrival and 
departure traffic. Working with the airport 
operations team to limit impact to airport 

operations, the project team scheduled 
any work impacting the ring road for 
Wednesdays, a day with the least arrival 
and departure traffic. 

Mitigating the obstacles
Standard Cartage developed an innovative 
solution that combined a skidding system 
with air-skates and a lightweight “dance 
floor” to meet the challenge presented by 
this scope of work. Deep skidding beams 
were used to span a ditch at the outside 
perimeter of the H&R plant, and provided 
an area to land the boilers after they had 
been unloaded by a crane from the main 
road. 

The skid system continued inside the 

building and was used to accommodate 
a low floor loading limit of 300 PSF. 
Skidding beams were used to span weak 
spots, loading the building instead at the 
structural beam lines, and spreading the 
floor load to a sufficient footprint when the 
first two options couldn’t be used.

Once far inside the building, a “dance-
floor” was constructed to match the floor 
elevation with existing equipment pads. 
The materials selected included high-load 
rigid insulation, plywood, masonite and 
thin gauge sheet steel. These materials 
were able to be cut and installed quickly 
to match the layout of the equipment 
pads. It was lightweight, coming in at 
approximately 10PSF, yet still had the 
structural capacity to support the moving 
load.

Six air-skates were installed and secured 
to the bottom of a pair of skidding beams 
– three beneath each beam. The beams 
were then made into a frame by adapting 
to existing spreader bar inserts, which 
were already in the toolbox. Lateral forces 
were controlled by wire-rope, clips and 
turnbuckles.

Seemingly effortless
On unloading day, the first two generators 
were unloaded and inside the building in a 
matter of a few hours, allowing the airport 
to open up the traffic lanes sooner than 
anticipated.

Once deep inside the building, the 
boiler was transferred from the skidding 
system to the air-skates by applying air 
to the air-skates and unpinning from the 
remaining track. This avoided jacking the 
boiler up to transfer, so that floor load 
analysis of jacking loads would not need 
to be considered. Moving the boiler on the 
air-skates was effortless, and an interior 
column that was a concern in the initial 
planning, was cleared by 5 inches. Overall, 
the project was completed successfully, on 
time and without incident.  ■

shift, with the replacement beginning at 
the start of the next. Each shift was kicked 
off with the JHA. 

Precise maneuvering
The big difference from the mockup 
was a man in a scissor lift with an extra 
set of eyes. As the gantries were stroked 
up, the exchanger cleared the anchor 
bolts with near perfect dimensions. The 
dance sequence to the alley was perfect, 
with gantry travel, header beam travel 
and the tagline-controlled vessel spin 
working in chorus. A series of cribbing 

operations stepping down the gantries 
and lengthening the rigging assured 
final headroom clearance. Barnhart had 
assembled two softrac carriers in a bolster 
to bolster configuration that was perfect for 
shuttling the exchangers inside the plant. 
The movements for the new exchanger was 
the same, just reversed. 

This job featured impressive physics 
including 130,000 pounds suspended in a 
basket under a single swivel connection. 
The swivel was mounted in between two 
header beams, on a traveling slide system. 
The slide system rested atop two 38-foot 
header beams tied to a single connection 
point at each end atop two legs of gantry. 
Centerline of the gantries needed to be 
maintained with the upmost precision. 

The job was an example of exquisite 
engineering, an execution team aware of 
every possible risk potential and mitigation 
and a mindset that any obstacle can be 
overcome with the right team. Barnhart 
terms it “Mind over Matter.” ■

Barnhart removed and replaced 
a horizontal heat exchanger at 
a fertilizer facility in Iowa. The 

existing vessel was 32 feet long, 4 feet in 
diameter and weighed 130,000 pounds. 

Due to its location, replacement of the 
old vessel posed a unique puzzle. It sat atop 
two piers that were 6 feet off the ground 
and that could not be removed. The 
exchanger could only egress the building 
from one door. Obstacles included 
overhead piping and concrete columns. 
The rigging plan would need to allow 
for ducking under a suspended 60-foot 
product line. Initially, Barnhart had a 
year to plan the project, but the schedule 
changed. The cushion of 12 months was 
compressed to two months.

Barnhart’s engineering group 
looked at previous methods of 
handling horizontal exchangers. 
They chose a gantry system with 
two legs set up at a 45-degree offset. 
They would travel in tandem. A 
slide system could be placed on 
top, allowing movement from 
north to south with the exchanger 
underneath. A swivel connection 
allowed the exchanger to rotate 
90 degrees to line up with the 
alleyway. 

Barnhart’s team created a mockup 
system that allowed them to determine 
the location of each crew member to give 
the pump operator eyes and ears at key 
places at once. The mockup system was 
disassembled and mobilized to the plant 
for the replacement execution. A Job 
Hazard Analysis (JHA) plan was created.  

Onsite, the old vessel was cut free and 
the job began. Hazards were outlined and 
mitigations were discussed with each step. 
The assembly/disassembly process had the 
most risk exposure for the entire project. 
Assembly was complete at the end of one

River 
dance

Maneuvering a section of 

the San Benedetto bridge 

into place required a 

delicate river dance on the 

Po River in Italy.

F agioli was involved in the 
launching operation of a 2,800-
ton bridge section for the new 

San Benedetto PO bridge in Mantova, 
Italy. The span measured 180 meters 
long and was lifted by a jack-up system 
to allow the insertion of SPMTs under 
the structure. The trailers transferred the 
section onto a dedicated barge provided 
with towers and other SPMTs for the 
perfect alignment with the central piles 
positioned into the river.

 With a millimetric operation, Fagioli 
operators and engineers performed safe 
and synchronized ballasting, stabilization, 
sliding, skidding, lifting and lowering 
operations. The impressive operation 
was executed by means of barges, SPMTs, 
strand jacking and tower lift system and 
climbing jacks. 

The project started in June 2021 and 
was completed in December 2021. 
Equipment specifics included 225 axle 
lines of SPMTs, eight 500-ton jack up 
systems, seven L100 strand jacks as well 
as towers and mobile cranes. 

Fagioli’s team executed 
the load out operations in 
nine meticulously planned 
phases. The first phase 
was installing the jack-up 
system. Next, was the lifting 
of the bridge by the jack-up 
system and placing it on an 
aggregate of 150 axle lines 
of SPMTs. 

The first and second convoy took the 
whole of the load and the jack-up system 
was removed. In the third phase, the 
bridge section was transported until the 
beams were aligned with the temporary 
towers positioned onto the barge. The 
load of the bridge section was transferred 
from the first and second SPMT convoys 
positioned onto the ground to the first and 
third convoys positioned on the barge. 
Subsequently, the second convoy of SPMTs 
was removed.

Positioning the bridge
The next slow and methodical challenge 
was to transport the bridge section with 

SPMT convoys Number 1 and Number 
3 and the transfer of the load onto 
SPMTs convoy Number 1, and the tower 
positioned at the bow of the barge. Convoy 
Number 3 on the barge was lowered and 
the suspensions were removed.

Phases five through seven involved the 
careful repositioning of the bridge section 
on the SPMT convoys to finally position 
the bridge span on the towers. SPMT 
convoy suspensions were lowered to allow 
for their removal. Phase Eight involved 
the transport of the bridge section towards 
the barge and the transfer of the load onto 
the bow and stern towers positioned onto 
the barge. SPMT convoys Number 1 and 
Number 3 lowered their suspension and 
were removed. 

Finally, the barge was maneuvered 
towards the piles and cap pier by means 
of strand jacks (used also for the mooring 
operations). The tugboat released the 
bridge section onto its foundations. 
Subsequently the barge was removed 
after the bridge section load transfer was 
completed.

Fagioli was contracted by Toto 
Costruzioni, which was contracted for 
construction of the bridge. The job was 
executed perfectly, precisely and safely.  ■

Wrangling a 
wreck

Fagioli performed a complicated salvage operation of 

an old shipwreck in the Mediterranean Sea.

Using crawler cranes and barges, 
plus a sophisticated diving 
and cutting operation, Fagioli 

was contracted for the salvage operation 
of a wreck in the Mediterranean Sea. 
The Berkan B was a small ship – about 
108 meters long by 17 meters wide – 
something between a small bulk carrier 
and a handy size bulk carrier. The half-
sunk vessel had remained at a mooring 
in the same place for more than 10 
years. Fagioli, known around the world 
for its shipwreck salvage expertise, was 
contracted to execute the removal of the 
unsightly wreck. 

Fagioli’s first challenge was to confine 
the waters surrounding the wreckage with 
barriers to contain any pollutants. The 
next task would be to cut the wreck into 
large sections using a special diamond 
wire cutting machine operated by a team 
of specialized divers supported by a 
Remotely Operated Underwater Vehicle 
(ROV). The ROV analyzed the water 
conditions and executed the underwater 
cutting activities. 

Cut and lift
Fagioli planned to use a 600-ton capacity 
crane secured to a barge to lift each section 
and move them onto a service barge that 
was used as a temporary storage area. 

When the vessel had been cut into parts 

and the operation plan was approved, 
Fagioli’s team started the lifting operations.  
The five sections were lifted out of the 
sea and positioned onto the service barge 
between September 29 and November 17, 
2021. The hull sections were raised slowly 
to release the seawater and other liquids 
out of the vessel pieces. 

The most challenging lift was the 
removal of the stern, assured to be the 
heaviest section. After several years of the 
wreck laying in the water, it was almost 
impossible to calculate the stern’s actual 
weight. Documents supplied to Fagioli 
said the stern weighed 500 tons, but in the 
end, it actually weighed 800 tons. 

At the beginning of the project the 
Fagioli team studied a tandem lift 
operation with two cranes positioned to 

the barge. But the stern was too heavy 
and a new technical approach needed to 
be developed. Fagioli determined the best 
solution was to use three crawler cranes 
(600-tons, 650-tons and 450-tons capacity) 
positioned on the barge for the removal of 
the stern. 

Deep engineering and ballasting 
studies were executed to assure a safe and 
successful operation could be performed.  

Wreckage removed
Once the lashing activities of all the 
blocks were completed, the service barge 
was ready to leave for the Piombino area 
for the discharging operation. Fagioli 
proceeded with the final cleaning of the 
seabed and removal of the containment 
barriers. Equipment used on this project 
included three crawler cranes, two 
barges, anti-pollution barriers, a remotely 
operated underwater vehicle, tugboats and 
a strand jacking system for mooring.

Fagioli was contracted by R.C.M. 
Costruzioni, which was contracted from 
the Port Authority of Ravenna in Italy to 
remove the wreck. Diving activity and 
cutting of the ship was subcontracted 
to Marine Consulting International 
under Fagioli operational guidelines and 
responsibility. The operation was smooth 
sailing with no issues or incidents. ■

Installing a new 

transformer at a factory 

in Vicenza was a hike of 

epic proportions.

Alps 
adventure

Fagioli was contracted to 
transport a 29-ton transformer 
from the manufacturing factory 

in Vicenza in northeastern Italy to the 
Braulio power plant, which is up the 
mountains to a jobsite that is 2,000 
meters above sea level. The project 
spanned five days in November of 2021 
and involved many challenges. Fagioli’s 
equipment selection included four axle 
lines of a modular lowered trailer with 
steering capability, rollers, beams, two 
trucks and two mobile cranes.

The first leg of the journey was 
transporting the transformer 279 
kilometers up to the power station 
of Grosio with a lowered trailer. The 
transformer was stored for some time and 
then was at last ready for the last leg of 
the transport. 

Epic journey
The transformer was moved to Bormio 
where Fagioli transshipped the huge 
component onto 2 by 2 modular lowered 
trailers that were modified by Fagioli to 
embed the item and provide the trailer 
with a fifth wheel and the ability to 
steer. The long and challenging journey 
up to the power station was executed 
on the Stelvio Pass – the highest paved 
mountain pass in the Eastern Alps that 
has 44 hairpin turns to get to the top. The 
impervious road, which is 70 kilometers 
long up to the top, compelled Fagioli 

operators to execute extreme and precise 
maneuvers to negotiate all of the steep 
curves. 

The most demanding aspect of the entire  
transportation activity was the passage 
onto a 23-meter-long bridge built in 1850 
with a very low ground capacity. Fagioli 
used rollers, beams and cranes to allow the 
convoy to pass. After two more hairpin 
turns, the convoy reached the power 
station. The lead truck was removed and 
with the help of the back truck, the fifth 
wheel and the trailers with steering axles, 
Fagioli’s team moved the transformer 

inside the power station. Inside the plant 
the client lifted the transformer and 
positioned it onto its final foundation. 

 Fagioli was contracted by Sea 
Trasformatori to haul the transformer up 
the mountain. Fagioli executed the whole 
job installation with its equipment and 
personnel. The project was completed 
successfully and safely with no issues or 
problems. ■

On a tight schedule, Emmert International hauled  

wind turbine generators along a route that was  

beyond complicated.

Windy and winding

Emmert International was 
contacted by a manufacturer 
to transport five wind turbine 

generators (WTGs) from the Port of 
Burns Harbor, MI to Compton, IL. Each 
of the WTGs weighed 233,068 pounds.

To meet the customer’s delivery 
schedule, Emmert International provided 
two hydraulic platform trailers. The 
complicated routing encompassed 
traveling through multiple counties that 
required negotiations for utility drops 
for overhead wires, railroad crossings 
including railroad traffic arm removal 
and coordination with state police and 
four other state agencies.

The WTGs measured 36.6 feet long 
by 13.8 feet wide by 13.3 feet tall and 
weighed 233,068 pounds each. The 
WTGs would travel 295 miles using  
two 9-axle line Goldhofer dual lane  
THP/CA. 

Emmert solved several complicated 
routing issues. Multiple route changes 
were required due to de-rated bridges. 
Emmert’s team conducted a review of 
bridge/pavement loadings with county 
engineers and provided comprehensive 
coordination with county engineers, 
multiple railroad entities, four state 

agencies and county, utility and road 
construction companies. The entire job 
involved 1,800 man hours.

Safety first
Safety was a top of mind concern 
for Emmert’s team which provided a 
thorough traffic control plan. Emmert 

managed several public and private 
entities to accommodate a loaded out 
trailer configuration that measured 127 
feet long by 16 feet wide by 17 feet 10 
inches tall. Pilot and police escorts were 
required along the route. 

Terrain obstacles required several 
innovations. Emmert lifted axles to meet 
axle loadings on derated culverts. Other 
obstacles included bridge crossings, 
low limbs/tree trimming, low wires and 
railroad arm removal. 

The job was executed on time and safely 
with masterful precision and expertise. ■

Transportes Muciño transported 

major components to a power plant 

deep in a Mexico mountain range. 

Last spring and summer, 
Transportes Muciño transported 
major components for CCC 

Tamazunchale II on behalf of Mitsubishi 
Power Americas. This power plant is 
located in San Luis Potosi, Mexico in the 
middle of the mountains. Tamazunchale 
II is a 514 megawatt gas-fired power 
plant, the largest in Latin-America. The 
heaviest component was a generator 
weighing 380 tons and measuring 10,200 
by 5,430 by 5,410 millimeters. 

Since the job included many obstacles, 
a conventional heavy-duty module 
configuration was not feasible. State-
of-the-art technology from Goldhofer 
equipment was utilized to make the job 
possible. Inclines of up to 19 percent, 
hairpin turns and narrow roads posed 
a challenge for the project engineers, 
one that took the absolute commitment, 
teamwork and the efficiency of 
Goldhofer’s transport solutions to solve. 
In the end, multiple combinations, heavy-
duty modules and the Faktor 5 high girder 
bridge were put to use. The gross weight 
without trucks was up to 705 tons.

Given the complexity of the route 
several entities were coordinated. CFE for 
electricity cables and utility poles, Telmex 
for telephone cables and utility poles, 
local cable companies, the National Guard 

and multiple municipalities launched 
operatives to support the convoy transit 
that covered the entire width of the road.

Constant change
The combined traction of three tractors 
and the self-propelled modules were able 
to handle inclines of up to 14 percent on 
extremely narrow roads. With detached 
tractors, the convoy traversed over 46 
hairpin turns, even passing a 54-degree 
bend in Chapulhuacanito. At Jaltocan 
the transport system was reconfigured 
from a single lane 2 by 18-axle line to a 
dual lane 2 by 9-axle line combination. 
After another reconfiguration to a 2 
by 12-axle line parallel combination, 
the team traversed the last mile to the 
Tamazunchale II power plant.

More than 126 curves were expanded to 
accommodate such a large configuration. 

In addition to that, six major bridge 
reinforcements had to be made on Panuco, 
Veracruz, Platon Sanchez and several 
other bridges along the route using state of 
the art methods and materials like carbon 
fibers in some of them. A pedestrian 
bridge was lifted as well.

The Tampico port has been in service for 
over a century, and its old infrastructure 
presented a challenge. Engineering firms 
performed ground resistance analysis to 
make the transport feasible. Hundreds 
of engineering hours were invested and 
thanks to sister company MSE (Muciño 
Servicios Especializados), Transportes 
Muciño was able to custom make fixtures 
to support the loads. ■

Mammoet Americas 

transported among the 

world’s largest modules. 

In January and May of 2021, Mammoet 
Americas crews completed the heavy 
haul of some 195 loads over the course 

of three years, including some of the 
largest onshore modules in the industry. 
The job was for the construction of the 
Gulf Coast Growth Ventures (GCGV) 
plastics manufacturing facility in San 
Patricio County, TX. The largest modules 
to be transported were about 300 feet 
long by 140 feet wide and nearly as tall as 
250 feet – almost the height of the Statue 
of Liberty. These are among the largest 
modules in the world.

To successfully transport the largest 
modules of the project, crews used as 
many as seven trains of SPMT with 
46 axle-lines for a single module (322 
axle-lines total). At its operational peak, 
Mammoet utilized 1,578 axle-lines of 
SPMT to ensure continuous delivery of 
modules to site. These modules were 
transported along a dedicated 4.7-mile 
heavy haul route using SPMTs. The 
dedicated route includes two major 
roadway crossings and is wide enough for 
a Boeing 747 to travel along it.

Route improvements
In 2016 Mammoet was involved as advisor 
on the route with the Texas Department of 
Transportation. The dock and heavy haul 
road were constructed from scratch for the 

project. Along the route, all transmission 
lines were buried so there were no 
overhead cables. 

Two box culvert bridges were built, and 
most crossings took place in under two 
hours. Before any shipments were moved, 

Mammoet’s team performed a test using 
SPMTs loaded with counterweights to 
simulate the weight of an actual module 
shipment. This was done to assure the 
route could accommodate the weight of 
the loads. 

By pooling global resources from over 
six international locations, Mammoet was 
able to supply all the axle-lines for the 
GCGV transports. Mammoet maintains 
more than 4,700 lines of SPMT globally, 
sourced from over 140 branches – allowing 
it to serve any transport requirement, no 
matter where it is in the world. GCGV is 
a joint venture between ExxonMobil and 
SABIC, created to advance construction 
of a plastics manufacturing facility in San 
Patricio County, TX. ExxonMobil and 
SABIC brought unmatched expertise to 
this project, having worked together in 
petrochemical ventures for more than 35 
years.

For the final phase of the project in 
2021, Mammoet hauled a total cargo of 
111,761.4 tons. The job was executed 
flawlessly and without incident. ■

BARNHART was contracted to move four 
reactors from a laydown area and install 
them. 

BRAGG COMPANIES was contracted to 
remove and replace two 75-ton capacity 
overhead bridge crane trollies in an 
existing 3-unit powerhouse. The project 
included the wholesale replacement of 
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SARENS was awarded the Land Module 
Transport (LMT) and Transhipment Base 
(TSB) contracts of the Tengizchevronoil 
Future Growth/Well Pressure 
Management Project (TCO FGP/WPMP) 
in Kazakhstan – a $50 billion project to 
enhance TCO’s oil extraction in the Tengiz 
Field. The project concept comprised 
a modular build, in Korean fabrication 
yards, and delivery to the foundation. 
However, constraints on the delivery 
route required the fabricators to build the 
modules into fully completed units at the 
fabrication yard and “de-construct” these 
units into modules that were no higher 
than 11.25 meters in height, which then 
required re-stacking when arriving at site, 
prior to final installation.

EMMERT INTERNATIONAL was contracted by 
a freight forwarder to transport a super 
heater from Holly Springs, MS to the Port 
of Houston. A new trailer design from 
Goldhofer, the P12 Plus, was utilized to 
transport the superheater over 700 miles.

BARNHART was contracted to provide 
emergency transportation for a turbine 
in Mississippi. The turbine was being 
transported via rail. The rail line included 
three wooden trestle bridges that the 
turbine was too heavy to cross. Barnhart 
offloaded the turbine from the rail, 
transported them five miles, then reloaded 
to the rail. The project began in February 

and was completed in March 2021. The 
turbine was 31 feet 1 inch long, 14 feet 
2 inches wide, 16 feet 8 inches tall and 
weighed 606,271 pounds. The 5-mile haul 
was completed using 18 lines of trailer, two 
sets of jumper bridges and a temporary 
bridge. The overall transport dimensions 
were 90 feet 8 inches long, 14 feet 7 inches 
wide and 20 feet 5 inches tall. 

South Florida, in February and March, 
is at the peak of its winter season. 
When EDWARDS MOVING & RIGGING was 
awarded the contract to move four large 
components through a heavily populated 
region of Florida, the schedule avoided 
the busy winter season. But that was pre-
Covid-19. And as manufacturing delays 
and weather delays began to mount up, 
when the pieces arrived at the busiest time 
of the year, it was for the transport of four 
massively over dimensional loads through 
the heart of the Fort Lauderdale area. 
The full scope of the contract awarded 
to Edwards Moving & Rigging was the 
move of two gas turbine generators and 
two gas turbines from the Ports of Albany, 
New York and Charleston, SC to their 
destination as part of an expansion of the 
FPL Clean Energy Center in Dania Beach, 
FL.

EMMERT INTERNATIONAL was contacted 
by a freight forwarder to transport a 
large transformer from a rail siding 
to a foundation pad in a substation. 
Multiple iterations occurred to find a 
rail siding to accommodate a suitable 
transport route to the destination. 
Multiple trailer configurations were 
evaluated as the routing requirements 
changed. A combination of Goldhofer 
platform trailers, combined with Emmert 
International transport dollies, were used 
to successfully transport the transformer. 

HAULING
MOVING

The BERARD team was recently 
commissioned to move a piece of naval 
history. The SSSB (surface ship support 
barge), built in the WW2 era, needed to be 
transported from Norfolk, VA to Mobile, 
AL. The barge served as a nuclear fuel 
support barge servicing nuclear ships in 
the U.S. Naval fleet at the time. Berard 
engineering and project management 
teams worked to plan and execute the 
multi-faceted transport process which 
first involved towing the SSSB from its 
mooring location and Newport News 
Shipyard to Colonnas Shipyard for float in 
to a drydock. Once the barge was raised to 
the drydock, 192 axle lines of SPMTs were 
positioned under neath for transloading 
on at a deck barge, which then sailed to 
Mobile, AL to be offloaded at a shipyard 
facility. ■

L ast year, CCO announced an 

initiative to move all written 
exams to be delivered via 

computer. This move not only uses the 
latest and greatest testing and security 
technology, but it also has several key 
benefits for candidates and employers 
including:
■   Immediate score reporting once exams are 

complete*
■   24/7 test availability  
■   Increased ease of scheduling or rescheduling 

exams
■   Elimination of late application and 

reschedule fees
*A preliminary score will be available 

immediately. Results are subject to review 
and approval following standard testing 
protocols.

CCO is committed to offering 
candidates options that best suit their 
schedules and needs. To support 
candidates accustomed to testing in a 
group environment (often exams hosted 
by employers or following a training 
course), CCO will offer Event Online 
Testing (EOT). To support candidates 
wanting to test on their own schedule, 
CCO is introducing Online Proctored 
Testing (OPT).

“Both EOT and OPT leverage 
technology and current best practices in 
test delivery to improve the candidate 
experience through increased flexibility 
in scheduling and faster exam scoring, 
while also ensuring higher levels of 
test security” said Joel Oliva, CCO 
Senior Director of Innovation. “EOT 
and OPT are being launched in early 
2023. These new modalities will replace 
current paper/pencil testing (PPT) and 
computer-based testing (CBT) delivery 
methods by the conclusion of 2023.”

Event Online Testing
Event Online Testing (EOT ) is CCO’s 
solution to the group testing setting as a 
replacement for paper/pencil testing. In 
many instances, candidates are brought 

together at a single location to go through 
training and then complete testing. 
EOT supports this 
approach, but instead 
of candidates testing 
using paper exam 
booklets and scantron 
bubble forms, they test 
on computers.

EOT administrations 
are conducted at 
CCO authorized 
test centers. These 
can be established at 
dedicated facilities 
(such as an employer’s 
office or training 
facility) or set up at temporary locations 
such as hotels or other off-site locations.

As with all testing options, candidates 
use the new myCCO Portal to apply 
online to test at an EOT administration 
and receive notification of approval for 
testing (see panel, right).

Each candidate needs a dedicated 
computer for EOT test administrations. 
However, because of the flexibility of this 
modality, a candidate may be scheduled 
to use a computer in the morning, and 
a different candidate may use the same 
device in the afternoon.

Any supplemental material, such as load 
charts, reference material, or calculators, 
are provided within the exam on-screen. 
On test day, candidates are checked in by 
a proctor who is physically present. The 
candidates then take all exams they are 
scheduled for in succession.

While candidates who currently test 
in a group setting (via paper/pencil) 
must wait up to 12 business days to 
receive exam results, a major benefit to 
moving to EOT is that all candidates who 
complete exams will receive their scores 
immediately at the conclusion of their 
tests.

Exam security is maintained by the 
physically present proctor. In addition, 
exam administrations are also recorded. 

Every candidate is recorded from start 
to finish via webcam, microphone and 
screen record. All recordings are stored 
and reviewed for test irregularities. 

Online Proctored Testing
While EOT meets the traditional 
training/testing model, Online 
Proctored Testing (OPT_ offers the 
highest degree of candidate flexibility. 
OPT is CCO’s solution to the individual 
testing setting, which will be a 
replacement for computer-based testing 
(at PSI test centers). OPT can be done 
at home or almost any private room 
with an internet connection. Testing 
is available 24/7/365 from anywhere 
around the world, and once approved 
for testing, candidates can book an 
OPT session in as little as 15 minutes. 
This will be particularly convenient for 
scheduling around work obligations 
and inclement weather, or even testing 
at night or on the weekend. Even more, 
candidates can cancel/reschedule their 
exam up until the exam start time with 
no additional fee. OPT candidates 
also receive their exam scores at the 
conclusion of their tests.

OPT incorporates additional exam 
security measures allowing for this more 
flexible testing option. In this mode an 
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online proctor monitors the candidate 
in real time via webcam, microphone 
and screen share, with the assistance of 
artificial intelligence (AI). All recordings 
are stored and reviewed for testing 
irregularities.

Before the exams start, the online 
proctor leads each candidate through a 
check-in process that takes about a half 
hour. They check the candidate’s ID, 
ensure the computer meets minimum 
requirements and is set up properly and 
ensure that the computer is not running 
any inappropriate software. Additionally, 
the online proctor has the candidate 
perform a 360-degree room scan using 
the computer’s camera to show that the 
candidate is in the room alone and that 
there is nothing that could be used  
during the exam to offer an unfair 
advantage.

Testing on computers
In addition to testing on computers, 
all test resources are provided digitally. 
This includes load charts, calculators, 
digital whiteboard and digital scratch 
paper. For security reasons, all physical 
paper is being eliminated from CCO test 
administrations. CCO is committed to 
ensuring all its candidates have a positive 
test experience and are prepared for 
test day. CCO has prepared materials to 
assist candidates with the new processes, 
including videos of what to expect 
and an exam demo so that candidates 
can practice taking an exam in the 
computerized environment.

Current testing
CCO will phase out both computer-based 
testing at PSI centers and paper/pencil 
testing by the end of 2023. The new 
modalities offer significant advantages, 
particularly related to candidate flexibility 
and test security.  n

myCCO Portal 

T he myCCO Portal website at https://my.ccocert.org/ is the one-stop shop to 
create candidate and customer accounts, apply for certification exams and see 
exam results and certifications. It is also the starting point for applying and 

scheduling all CCO exams.
All CCO candidates (new or existing) create their myCCO account through the portal 

to apply for CCO exams. A myCCO Portal account enables candidates to apply for 
CCO exams through any of the written exam modalities (paper/pencil testing, CBT, 
EOT and OPT) as well as practical exams.

Signing up with myCCO is a simple, free, one-time process. Each candidate needs 
a unique, personal email address to create an account. To ensure that CCO can 
communicate with its candidates effectively, candidates are asked to verify their email 
address during account sign up. The system then sends the candidate an email from 
CCO providing them with a six-digit code that they need to enter to confirm their  
sign-up. 

Once their email is verified, the candidate provides additional contact information to 
complete their profile. If the candidate has previously taken CCO exams or is certified, 
they can provide their CCO Candidate ID and/or Certification Number to match up 
their existing record.

Submitting applications on behalf of candidates
Any CCO customers who submit candidate applications on behalf of candidates (i.e., 
“batch submitters”) also need to create myCCO Portal accounts. To submit applications 
on behalf of candidates, batch submitters need to have the CCO ID and date of birth 
for each candidate. Please note, candidates need a current myCCO Portal account for 
anyone to submit applications on their behalf.

Previous myCCO mobile app users
Candidates who created an account with the previous version of myCCO (through 
the mobile app) need to sign in through a browser and verify their email address so 
that they can take advantage of all the new features of the myCCO Portal website. The 
mobile app version is still available, but its functionality is limited.

The future of myCCO portal
Additional features will be rolled out to the myCCO Portal including email/text 
alert capability, access to CCO demo exams, the ability to view and download score 
reports and the ability to order new CCO cards. During 2023 CCO will also move to 
have candidates submit their candidate photos and complete ID verification through 
myCCO, allowing candidates to update their photos. Additionally, candidates who 
register for OPT exams will use the portal to launch and take their exams.

CCO looks forward to supporting candidates and other stakeholders through this 
transition and has created tools and resources to assist in navigating the new processes.

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The federal Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) has 
specific – but different – qualification requirements for signalpersons 
and riggers. In both cases people often wonder whether “certification” 
equals “qualification,” and, if not, what the difference is. The main 
difference is the level of testing required. Qualification is done by 
the employer and may or may not involve formal testing; it is at the 
discretion of the employer’s qualified evaluator. Certification requires 
third-party testing to provide a consistent and accurate means to 
determine a person’s technical knowledge and hands-on skills related 
to the task.

What does OSHA require?
Specifically, OSHA CFR 1926.1428(c) requires that signalpersons 
know and understand basic hand signals; be competent in the 
application of the type of signals used (e.g., hand, radio); have a basic 
understanding of the crane’s operation and limitations; and understand 
when it is appropriate to use hand, radio, or special signals. Most 
importantly, they must demonstrate qualification through an oral or 
written exam and a thorough practical exam, either by an accredited 
third-party qualified evaluator, such as CCO, or the employer’s qualified 
evaluator. Fortunately, all of these are features of CCO’s Signalperson 
certification, so in this case CCO-certified Signalpersons are qualified 
by definition.

The requirements for Riggers are less concrete, although the 
CCO Rigger certifications do comply with the latest ASME B30.5 
requirements for rigger qualification. In some circumstances, OSHA 
requires employers to always use qualified riggers. These include 

any hoisting activities relating to the assembly and disassembly of 
the rig. Qualified riggers must also be used whenever there will be 
other workers inside the fall zone (the area directly under a load or 
the expanded area a load could fall into) or whenever workers will be 
guiding a load, hooking and unhooking a load, or connecting a load to a 
structure while it is still attached to the rig.

According to OSHA, it is the responsibility of the employer to 
determine whether a person is qualified to be a rigger. Having a 
degree, certificate, or professional accreditation as a rigger is one 
way to qualify as a rigger. Formal qualification or certification in rigging 
is not required, as long as the employer can show the rigger has 
knowledge, experience, and training in rigging and can demonstrate the 
ability to solve rigging problems. Employers are not required to have 
riggers independently tested or assessed, but CCO certification can 
certainly assist in documenting that an individual is a qualified rigger.

Why certify rather than just qualify?
The process to qualify signalpersons and/or riggers can be done with 
less preparation than is required for certification. However, because 
there is no or minimal training required, the qualification process 
does not provide the means to fully evaluate whether a signalperson 
and/or rigger truly has the technical knowledge and hands-on skills to 
competently and safely perform crane signaling or rigging duties.

To pass signalperson and/or rigger certification exams and earn 
certification, comprehensive training is generally required to gain 
adequate technical knowledge and hands-on skills. Certification courses 
generally last from a few days to a few weeks and cover areas such as 

Qualification vs. certification
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CCO certification  programs
CCO currently offers an 

industry-leading range of

and related operations. The organization’s 
29 certification designations across 
14 categories provide the industry’s 
most comprehensive portfolio of 
personnel certifications available. Many 
are accredited by the ANSI National 
Accreditation Board (ANAB) to the 
international standard ISO 17024, and 
they are officially recognized by federal 
OSHA as meeting or exceeding ANSI/
ASME/ITSDF requirements. They are 
also endorsed by leading insurance 
providers and industry membership 
associations.

Telehandler Operator 
Program
The Telehandler Operator certification  
is CCO’s newest certification and is the 
first telehandler operator certification 
that meets both OSHA 1926 and OSHA 

1910 requirements as well as ANSI/
ITSDF B56.6 requirements. The program 
has designations for two types of 
telehanders: fixed and rotating. While 
standard telescopic handlers – also 
known as “fixed telehandlers” – have 
boom sections to lift and extend materials 
for placement, “rotating telehandlers” 
can lift, extend, and swing. OSHA 1910 
and 1926 both have requirements for 
operators of telehandlers and CCO 
certification can assist in meeting the 
requirements.

Concrete Pump Operator 
Program
Introduced in mid-2022, the CCO 
Concrete Pump Operator certification 
program addresses the unique 
characteristics and operations of concrete 
pumps. At program launch, candidates 
are certified through a written exam 
only. However, the practical exam is 
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slings, knots, signaling, load control, and safety issues. As a result, 
signalpersons and/or riggers who have achieved certification – because 
of the training and testing processes – will have the ability to perform 
their jobs tasks more safely and effectively.

How are signalpersons and/or riggers usually 
prepared for the certification exams?
A quality training program will provide a good combination of technical 
knowledge and hands-on examples to show application of the 
principles and techniques taught. Most quality training provides ample 
opportunity for hands-on instruction using pre-made scenarios that 
require the candidates to apply the technical knowledge they learned 
in the classroom. During training the hands-on scenarios should be 
assessed, and proper feedback given to the candidates to ensure 
complete understanding of the concepts and techniques learned. 
The training usually includes a pre-certification written exam so the 
candidate and the trainer can assess comprehension. In this way, the 
training is more than just “teaching to the test.”

Is it important to maintain signalperson and/
or rigger certification(s)?
All accredited certification programs have a periodic recertification 
requirement to maintain the credential. Crane technology is ever-
changing. Types of rigging and associated rigging techniques can 
change due to new technologies and materials. Recertification ensures 
that the certificant has stayed current with the latest technologies, 
standards, and regulations. And the recertification requirement 
motivates certificants to stay sharp, improve their skills, and not get 
complacent.

After all, any credential that is worth having is worth keeping!

CCO certification  programs
expected to be released in late 2023. This 
program tests operators on operation 
concepts and scenarios as well as U.S. 
industry standards that operators need to 
know, including ASME B30.27: Material 
Placement Systems Safety Standard for 
Cableways, Cranes, Derricks, Hoists, 
Hooks, Jacks, and Slings. The test covers 
conducting pre-trip planning, driving the 
truck, setting up the pump, conducting 
placement operations, preparing 
the pump for travel, and end-of-day 
operations.

Mobile Crane Operator 
Program
The CCO Mobile Crane Operator 
certification is the oldest and one of 
the most popular CCO certification 
programs. CCO offers three categories 
of mobile crane operator certification. 
In addition to the core written exam, 
candidates are required to take one or 

more specialty examinations covering 
specific types of mobile cranes: lattice 
boom cranes (LAT), telescopic boom 
cranes – swing cab (TLL), and/or 
telescopic boom cranes – fixed cab (TSS). 
The practical examinations test real-
world skills such as hoisting, booming, 
swinging, following hand signals, and 
combined function operations. Service 
truck cranes (STC) are a subcategory of 
the TSS designation. OSHA 1926 requires 
certification for operators of most cranes 
when used in construction.

Tower Crane Operator 
Program
Candidates must pass both written 
and practical exams to be CCO-
certified tower crane operators (TWR). 
Candidates may take the practical exam 
on one of three types of tower cranes – 
hammerhead, luffing jib, or self-erecting 
– and must demonstrate skills such as >30
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trolley travel, hoisting, swinging, and 
combined function operations.

Overhead Crane Operator 
Program
Candidates must pass both written and 
practical exams to become CCO-certified 
overhead crane operators (OVR). The 
overhead crane practical exam can be 
taken on either a cab-operated crane or a 
pendant/remote control-operated crane, 
and tests skills including trolley travel, 
hoisting, bridge travel and combined-
function operations.

Articulating Crane Operator 
Program
This program addresses the specific 
knowledge and skills required to operate 
articulating boom cranes and articulating 
boom loaders. Three designations are 
available: articulating boom crane 
operator (ABC), articulating boom 
crane with winch operator (ABW), and 
articulating boom loader operator (ABL). 
Candidates choose from three written 
exams and two practical exams. The 
practical exams require the operator to 
pick and place a test weight as directed, as 
well as move the crane through a zigzag 
corridor.

Digger Derrick Operator 
Program
Digger derricks are unique pieces of 
equipment with their own capabilities 
and risks and, as such, a CCO 
certification program (DDO) addresses 
their specific characteristics. Candidates 
must pass both written and practical 
exams to be certified. The seven tasks 
that make up the practical examination 
are: pre-operational inspection, place 
chain in circle, follow hand signals, 
negotiate corridor with test weight, auger 
a hole, pick up a pole, and stow boom and 
shutdown procedures.

Dedicated Pile Driver 
Operator Program
The Dedicated Pile Driver Operator 
(DPD) certification program addresses 
the unique characteristics and operations 
of dedicated and purpose-built pile 

drivers. Candidates are required to pass 
both a written exam and a practical 
exam to obtain certification. The 
practical exam tasks include the lifting, 
maneuvering and setting down of a 
pile, as well as the demonstration of the 
actions and equipment settings necessary 
to begin the driving of a pile.

Drill Rig Operator Program
The Drill Rig Operator (DRO) 
certification program, launched in  
2018 in conjunction with ADSC –  
The International Association of 
Foundation Drilling, consists of separate 
certifications for operators of Foundation 
Drill Rigs (FDR) and for Anchor/
Micropile Drill Rigs (AMP).  
As with other CCO operator 
certifications, candidates are required to 
pass both a written exam and a practical 
exam to obtain either certification. 
Practical exam tasks include pre- 
operational inspection, safety protocols, 
pipe pick-up and placement, pipe 
laydown, drill steel placement, drilling 
holes, and safe travel.

Rigger Program
Two certification levels are available: 
Rigger Level I (RIG-I) certification 
indicates that certified personnel are 
considered qualified for most rigging 
work, while Rigger Level II (RIG-II) 
certification shows that they can rig  
non-routine jobs that require 
independent thinking without 
supervision. In addition to the multiple-
choice written exams, candidates must 
also pass practical exams covering tasks 
such as pre-use rigging inspection, 
rigging hitches, rigging connections,  
and basic knots.

Signalperson Program
In addition to being able to give  
accurate visible and audible signals, 
CCO-certified signalpersons (SGP) are 
required to have basic knowledge of  
crane operations and limitations, 
understand specific considerations 
concerning the construction site, and 
know applicable safety standards and 
regulations. CCO certification tests 
consist of a multiple-choice written exam 
and a computer-based practical exam.

Crane Inspector Program
The CCO crane inspector certification 
program is designed to bring the same 
safety, insurance, and risk reduction 
benefits common to CCO’s other 
certification programs. Through  
separate specialty exams, candidates  
may be certified to inspect mobile  
(MCI), tower (TCI), and/or overhead 
(OCI) cranes to ensure they are  
properly maintained and safe for use. 
The practical exam uses high-resolution 
photographs to test candidates’  
inspection knowledge. Candidates must 
attest to and provide documentation of 
a minimum of five years’ crane-related 
experience.

Washington State Crane 
Certifier
Washington’s Crane Certifier Program 
was developed by CCO under an 
agreement with the state’s Department  
of Labor and state exams. Candidates 
must be able to demonstrate at least five 
years of crane-related experience, of 
which two years must be actual crane 
inspection activities. Accreditation 
as a Crane Certifier is available in 
one or more of the following crane 
categories: Mobile Cranes, Tower Cranes, 
Articulating Cranes, and/or Overhead 
Cranes.

Lift Director Program
The CCO lift director certification is 
for those who have responsibilities for 
lift planning and supervision. Exams 
cover all disciplines required for safe 
planning and execution of simple and 
complex single- and multi-crane lifts. 
Separate certifications are available for 
mobile crane lift directors (MLD) and 
tower crane lift directors (TLD). The 
lift scenario questions found on the 
lift director specialty exams evaluate 
a candidate’s ability to comprehend 
the information presented and apply 
knowledge of lift planning and directing 
in circumstances that may be found in 
real-life situations.

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T he Seventh Annual Industry 
Forum was held on October 
20, 2022, as a hybrid event in 

both Phoenix, Arizona, and online via 
Zoom. The nearly 200 registrants for the 
educational forum heard from a slate 
of expert speakers presenting on topics 
such as safety, mental health, the latest on 
certification, Crane Type Advisory Group 
(CTAG) activities, and test security. 

The keynote speaker was once again 
Scott Ketchum, Director, OSHA 
Directorate of Construction, who flew 
to Arizona to speak in person. As in 
previous years, Director Ketchum’s 
presentation was very informative, 
providing insight on OSHA focus areas 
and compliance concerns. 

As always, the Industry Forum was 
well-received by attendees. Ninety-five 
percent of attendees responding to the 
post-meeting survey said they were “very 
satisfied” or “somewhat satisfied” and 
the same percentage stated they would 
“definitely” attend again. 

The NCCCO Foundation intends 
to build on the success of the annual 
Industry Forum in the future by 
providing additional educational 
opportunities to the crane industry 
through regularly scheduled webinars 
that are focused on safety, research and 

workforce development throughout  
the year.

In August, Graham Brent retired, after 
three years as CEO of the NCCCO

the V.I.C.T.O.R. program to recognize 
veterans transitioning to the crane 
industry, research reports on several 
industry-specific topics, development of 
certification and safety information and 
the establishment of several relationships 
with key partners in the areas of 
workforce development, research, and 
safety. His successor, T.J. Cantwell, was 
selected by the NCCCO Foundation 
Board of Directors after a nationwide 
search and is tasked with helping the 
organization continue its mission to 
promote industry safety.

Strategic planning
The NCCCO Foundation held its first 
strategic planning meeting in 2022 to 

provide consensus and clarity for the 
organization as it plans to launch new 
and exciting initiatives in the coming 
years. As part of the meeting, the Board 
developed and approved its vision for the 
load handling industry and three priority 
goals for the NCCCO Foundation 
focused on workforce development, 
education, and research.  n

Graham Brent,

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Directive, SC&RA, along with Michael 
Rubin, then with law firm Goldberg 
Segalla, unveiled SC&RA’s OSHA Legal 
Defense Guide, which is free to members.  

Additionally, both the transportation 
and crane and rigging sides of SC&RA 
will continue to urge FMCSA to renew 
the Hours of Service exemption for 
mobile cranes, which is set to expire in 
2023.

Transponders was another hot topic in 
2022, and in November, the Association 
filed formal comments opposing federal 
government requests for access to 
transponders in large commercial motor 
vehicles, including mobile cranes – which 
industry sees as a way for government to 
ultimately impose additional regulations.     

SC&RA is also considering joining 
a coalition unified in opposition to 
legislative or regulatory proposals (i.e., 
“Right to Repair”) that would allow for 
unfettered government access to the 
software that governs safety, security and, 
in the case of engine-powered products, 
emissions technology.

In May, SC&RA helped defeat 
expansion of OSHA’s “Occupational 
Exposure to COVID-19 in Healthcare 
Settings” Rule, 87 Fed. Reg. 16426. 
According to Beth O’Quinn, SC&RA 
Senior Vice President, Crane & Rigging, 
as part of the Construction Industry 
Safety Coalition, SC&RA submitted 
comments in response to OSHA’s request 
for additional input.  

“The comments stated that any attempts 
by OSHA to expand the emergency 
temporary standard to cover construction 
is not supported by the evidence and 
would be impermissible under the 
Occupational Safety and Health Act of 
1970,” she said.

The big-picture view coming out 
of SC&RA as 2022 comes to a 
close is that things finally seem 

to be trending towards normal again. 
Which is just one of the many positives 
to build on heading into next year, 
according to CEO Joel Dandrea. 

“As both an Association and a 
membership, we all worked really hard 
to establish some degree of normal 
operations this year,” he said, “and as a 
result, member retention is up, and we 
saw a high degree of participation at 
events, especially with first-timers and 
new members.”

Using October’s Crane & Rigging 
Workshop as a gauge, Dandrea added, 
“The Workshop served as a productive 
indicator for what 2023 should look 
like – from attendance to speakers to 
engagement, as well as great member 
feedback.”

To Dandrea’s point, numbers for the 
Workshop resembled pre-pandemic 
years, with 586 total registrants, a 
record 80 first-timers, 76 exhibitors, 29 
international attendees from 10 countries 
and 9 new members.   

Jason Bell, SC&RA Director, 
Membership, echoed Dandrea’s 

observations. “That meeting felt very 
much like a springboard heading into 
2023,” he emphasized. “Including the 
Symposium and Annual Conference 
earlier in the year, it tells the story that 
we’re steadily making our way back to 
those pre-pandemic levels.”

As for the overall story, Bell sees 
SC&RA membership in 2022 as a tale of 
three benchmarks. “First, it was member 
retention, where we typically try and 
land at 92 percent – but SC&RA hit 92.75 
percent this year,” he noted. “From there, 
it was our first-year renewals, where we 
met our goal this year at 80 percent. And 
then it was new members – where, so 
far, we’re seeing an uptick, and absolutely 
headed in the right direction.”

Crane & Rigging  
On the Crane & Rigging side in 2022, 
SC&RA was busy as usual, and remained 
focused on a broad collection of issues 
and initiatives pertinent to members. 

During a presentation at the Workshop 
covering OSHA’s new Compliance

Back in 
balance 
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SC&RA hosted members of AGEDI  
(The Association of Cranes, Equipment  

and Industrial Devices of Mexico) in August.  

 As 2022 came to a close, SC&RA  
targeted five individual states for prioritized permit harmonization  

advocacy in 2023: Massachusetts, California, North Carolina, Utah and Iowa.



Moreover, as a member of the 
International Crane Stakeholders 
Assembly, SC&RA completed the 
development of two additional guidance 
documents in 2022 – “Working with 
Land-based Mobile Cranes on Floating 
Vessels” and “Using Mobile Cranes with 
Freely Suspended Equipment for Pile 
Driving/Extraction.” 

Strengthening ties south of the border, 
SC&RA hosted members of AGEDI (The 
Association of Cranes, Equipment and 
Industrial Devices of Mexico) in August 
and discussed best practices that can help 
new, organizing associations in Mexico 
serve the industry and maintain ongoing 
dialog with SC&RA. This effort adds 
to ongoing alliances SC&RA maintains 
with ESTA (European Association for the 
Abnormal Road Transport and Mobile 
Crane Rental Industry), CRAC (Crane 
Rental Association of Canada), CICA 
(Crane Industry Council of Australia), 
NZHHA (New Zealand Heavy Haul 
Association) and Sindipesa (National 
Union of Heavy and Exceptional Cargo 

Transport and Handling Companies, 
Brazil). 

Looking ahead for crane and rigging 
members, CONEXPO 2023 will include 
a cranes/rigging/aerial lifts track, which 
SC&RA developed together with the 
NCCCO Foundation. Through SC&RA’s 
participation, Association members, 
whether attending or exhibiting, will 
receive a discount code. 

Specialized transportation   
On the transportation side, automated 
permitting systems were again a focus 
in 2022. “Two new systems came online 
this year – Virginia and North Carolina,” 
said Chris Smith, SC&RA Vice President, 
Transportation. “Connecticut and 
California announced they’re looking to 
come online as well.” 

Smith added, “A core issue remains, 
however – regarding ‘automation’ versus 
‘auto-issue’ – as some states adopt online 
application systems that are automated, 
but still require human processing and 
other reviews before issuing permits.”

As for national and regional priorities, 
11 states remain in the “red” on the UPT 
2021 map, while a recent audit of Phases I 
and II of SC&RA’s Permit Harmonization 
initiative revealed that only 50 percent 
of states have fully implemented changes 
over the last decade. The Association will 
continue to pursue Phase III under the 
condition that Phases I and II must still 
be fully implemented.      

As part of a continuing permit 
harmonization initiative for both 
transportation and crane Association 
members (permitted loads include both 
OS/OW as well as mobile cranes), five 
individual states have been targeted 
for prioritized advocacy in 2023: 
Massachusetts, California, North 
Carolina, Utah and Iowa. 

Parking, escorts and pilot car insurance 
were also areas of advocacy focus for 
SC&RA in 2022. In regards to escorts, 
adequate insurance availability and 
timeliness of law enforcement are 
becoming an increasingly greater 
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Both the transportation 
and crane and rigging 
sides of SC&RA will 
continue to urge FMCSA 
to renew the Hours of 
Service exemption for 
mobile cranes, which is 
set to expire in 2023. 

In concert with the NCCCO Foundation, 
SC&RA has developed a cranes/rigging/
aerial lifts track for CONEXPO 2023. Through 
SC&RA’s participation, Association members 
will receive a discount code.
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challenge in the U.S. SC&RA will be 
looking to develop policy on how to 
increase the use of private escorts in 
2023.    

Advocacy strategy   
In 2022, SC&RF (Specialized Carriers & 
Rigging Foundation) awarded more than 
40 scholarships, and took part in multiple 
reports and projects significant to both 
members and the overall industry.

First, the much-anticipated Economic 
Impact Report will serve as the 
centerpiece of SC&RA’s advocacy 
strategy moving forward. The report 
highlights not only the macroeconomic 
impact the crane, rigging and specialized 
transportation industries have on the 
global economy, but also the essential 
public benefits the industry supports.

Additionally, SC&RF worked diligently 
to complete one of its foremost research 
projects, a white paper titled: The State 
of the Workforce in the Specialized 
Transportation, Crane, and Rigging 
Industry. 

Foundation Director, Jackie Roskos, 
indicated that SC&RF will look to present 
the findings from both initiatives to 
members and the industry in Q1 2023. 

SC&RF also established a new 
Endowment Fund for 2023, designed to 
focus on succession planning, as well as 
a new educational assistance initiative 
called the Company Training (CT) 
Grant, which will help to cover the cost 

of sending employees out to training, or 
bringing in a trainer.  

Working together 
SC&RA also put together its debut 
Environmental Forum in September, 
as well as the first Women’s Executive 
Roundtable in August – which included 
women executives in crane, rigging, 
specialized transportation and allied 
member companies, 
discussing their top challenges 
and priorities. 

In-person meetings to 
plan for in 2023 include: 
the January Board Meeting 
(January 4-7, Bonita Springs, 
Fla.), the Specialized 
Transportation Symposium 
(February 28-March 2, Orlando, Fla.), 
the Annual Conference (April 17-21, 
Carlsbad, Calif.) and the Crane & Rigging 

Workshop (September 16-18, Oklahoma 
City, Okla.).

And in 2023, as part of the Association’s 
75th anniversary, which SC&RA will 
be spotlighting in numerous ways 
throughout the year, members should 
keep an eye out for Legendary, a 
compendium-style book that SC&RA and 
KHL are working together to produce. 
The publication will detail the companies, 

equipment and individuals 
who have contributed to 
the Association’s success 
over the past 75 years. Upon 
completion of the book, every 
SC&RA member company 
will receive a copy.      n

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If your company is experiencing 
inventory shortages to your auto, 
truck or heavy equipment fleet, you 

are not alone. Supply chain bottlenecks, 
skyrocketing prices and long wait 
times for new equipment have become 
commonplace as the pandemic effects  
ripple through the global economy. As 
some aspects of life and business return to 
normal, equipment sourcing issues are still 
stubbornly hanging on. 

Despite the cost and scarcity of new 
equipment, companies still need to expand 
their fleets and replace aging equipment, 
which leads to questions about insurance 
coverage. Is your risk management plan 
and insurance coverage prepared for 
additions to your fleet? 

Chain of events
The heavy construction industry is 
weathering a perfect storm: the economy 
is recovering, and long-delayed projects 
are moving forward. The U.S. recently 
passed an enormous infrastructure bill, 
allocating billions of dollars to new 
projects. Emerging markets are spiking 
end-user demand for equipment as well. 
An increase in demand is one thing, but 
add to the disrupted supply chains and 
you get the current state of affairs. 

On the one hand, we’re seeing 
encouraging numbers in the industry. 
The American Crane’s & Transport (ACT) 
Heavy Equipment Index (HEI) reflected 
a stabilization during 2021, followed by 
increasing economic pressures in 2022 
including global economic slowdowns, 
exchange rates and interest rates. The 
HEI tracks eight of America’s largest, 
publicly traded, equipment manufacturers. 
Looking at 52 weeks through November 
2022, the HEI indicates positive yet 
narrow profit margin gains. 

Speaking to the commercial 

construction economic trends, CBRE’s 
new Construction Cost Index forecasts 
a 14.1 percent year-over-year increase in 
construction costs by year-end 2022 as 
labor and material costs continue to rise. 
Followed by a stabilization to 2-4 percent 
range in 2023 and 2024, getting back on 
track with historical averages. 

On the other hand, all of this growth 
inevitably leads to high demand, and 
that’s where the challenges begin. When 
the pandemic kicked in and demand 
dropped, many manufacturing operations 
had to drastically scale back in order 
to stay afloat. Now that the economy is 
recovering, many businesses are having 
trouble getting production back up to 
pre-pandemic levels. Even under normal 
circumstances, it takes manufacturers 
time to get back up and running after 
a slowdown as drastic as the early days 
of Covid. Rehiring skilled workers or 
searching for new ones takes time. On top 
of labor issues, the global supply chain 
has been drastically affected as well, and 
manufacturers are running out of some 
key, raw materials. 

Chip shortage
Several raw materials are feeling the 
supply squeeze, such as steel and 
rubber, but the one that gets the most 
attention, and whose effects are felt across 
nearly all industries, is the shortage in 
semiconductor material for microchips. 
The lack of supply of these critical and 
ubiquitous materials is easily the biggest 
challenge facing manufacturing across all 
industries. 

It’s difficult to overstate the importance 
of microprocessors and microchips in 

today’s transportation world. Every new 
vehicle that comes off the assembly line – 
be it a car, truck, semi, or crane – utilizes 
microchips in the building process. On top 
of that, semiconductor materials are used 
in nearly all modern electronic devices, 
from phones to televisions to medical 
equipment. While microchip suppliers are 
doing all they can to meet demand, they 
are still falling far behind. One CFO of a 
major chip maker recently stated that their 
company is already sold out through 2023. 
The shortage, while being addressed, will 
likely continue for quite some time. 

Rising cost of business
Ballooning demand and shrinking supply 
add up to one thing—rising costs. Even 
as markets are projected to rebound, 
the cost of doing business makes it 
difficult for companies to know how 
to proceed. Increased cost of supplies, 
coupled with increased wages, pushes up 
inflation, which is passed along to the 
heavy equipment buyers. Not only is new 
equipment harder to come by, it’s also 
considerably more expensive. 

This trend is making companies take 
a closer look at maintaining their fleets 
– keeping existing equipment on the job 
longer – which comes with its own set of 
challenges. Skilled labor shortages make 
it more difficult to service equipment 
and keep it operational, though there 
are strong reasons to be optimistic that 
this labor shortage will subside. The 
Associated Equipment Distributors 
Foundation (AED) has recently taken 
steps to address the labor gap by 
accrediting several community colleges 
and high schools across the country to

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and trucking vehicles. However, what  
was once a reasonably cost-effective way  
to maintain fleets has also been hit by 
rising costs. 

The insurance perspective
While fleet shortages are causing some 
financial challenges for the construction 
industry, in many ways these are good 
problems to have. Construction projects 
are up, and the 10-year timeline of the 
Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act 
indicates that the industry can expect a 
period of sustained growth. Companies 
that might be questioning whether now is 
the time to invest in new or replacement 
equipment can conservatively estimate 
that growth will continue. Adding new 
equipment increases the marketability 
of your company to do work, but how 
does that impact your risk management 
plan? What about employee training? 
Crane operators need to be certified and

qualified for various equipment, so you 
may need to update your risk management 
plan to include nuanced changes, such 
as equipment check in and check out 
processes. 

All this fluctuation can lead to questions 
about your insurance coverage. Does 
your policy have co-insurance provisions 
that can protect you in the event of a 
loss? Does your insurance carrier have 
limitations on total insured values by a 
piece of equipment or across an entire 
fleet? As the economic situation in 
the U.S. continues to evolve, it is more 
important than ever to consult with your 
appointed insurance professional.  n

This effort hopes to create a strong and 
robust pipeline of skilled workers across 
the country for member organizations 
and the industry in general.

As another alternative to buying new 
equipment, many companies have turned 
to auctions to procure heavy construction 
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T he needs of the crane, rigging 
and heavy haul industries are 
very distinct from that of a 

general trucker or construction operation. 
Working with a generalist can not only 
leave you with inadequate insurance 
coverage, but you may also miss out 
on other value-added services and the 
expertise you require. Find an insurance 
carrier that specializes in and offers 
programs for your niche, and make sure 
they offer the insurance coverages and 
endorsements you need.

Top 10 largest crawler fleets

T he ACT100 index of 
North America’s top crane-
owning companies declined 

in 2022, the first time in a long time 
that our index has not grown. There’s 
been a sell off of cranes by most 
companies on the list, most notably by 
Maxim Crane Works, still the number 
one company on the list for 17 years 
running. 

Maxim’s index dropped from 715,000 
tons to 261,743 tons. Maxim's total 
tonnage fell by 453,257 tons. The 
entire ACT100 index shrank by 
329,339 tons. While a lot of companies 
right-sized their fleets, a few made 
notable gains. For the most part, 
the top 10 companies still ranked in 
the top 10 with Buckner HeavyLift 
moving up two spots and a couple of 
companies in the top 10 trading places. 

Companies in the top 10 that saw 
growth in their ACT index included 
Bigge, Buckner, Marmon and TNT. 
Last year, the ACT100 added

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the ACT100 is Allegiance Crane & 
Equipment, with an ACT index of 26,599 
tons and a ranking of number 23.

The largest crawler crane fleet in North 
America goes to Lampson International 
this year with 393 crawler cranes. Maxim 
Crane Works reported 389 crawlers 
in their fleet, down from 515 last year. 
Maxim still has the largest mobile crane 

89,917 tons for a total index of 2,868,110. 
In 2020, the ACT100 gained 159,537 
tons of capacity for a total index of 
2,778,193.

This year the number of branches 
increased to 784, up 24 from 760 last 
year. Last year employee counts fell, 
but this year saw gains to the highest 
employee count ever recorded by the 
ACT100. In 2022, the ACT100 
employs 41,032 people. In 2021, the 
ACT100 employed 36,987 workers. 
Employee counts of the ACT100 
have ebbed and flowed over the past five 
years. 

In 2021, our index reported 3,288 
crawler cranes. This year our index 
showed 3,129 crawler cranes.  

This year there were 15,557 mobile 
cranes reported on our list as compared 
to 16,351 mobile cranes in 2021. 

Mergers and acquisitions continue to 
impact the ACT100, although the 
activity wasn’t as extreme as past years.  

The top 25 stayed pretty much the 
same, with a few flip-flops here and 
there. The largest new company to enter 

fleet with 1,750 units, down from 2,850 
mobile crane units in 2021.  

The largest crane on the ACT100 is 
Mammoet’s 5,000-ton capacity PTC 200 
DS and Sarens’ SGC-250, both with 5,000 
tons capacity. Other heavy lift cranes 
include the 3,000-ton capacity Lampson 
LTL-3000 and the Deep South Crane and 
Rigging VersaCrane TC36000/2.

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we realize there are probably 10 to 15 
major crane-owning companies not 
represented. Some companies do not 
want to share information about their 
current fleets, and we respect their 
decision. 

This year, we were 100 percent with 
105 companies submitting forms. Due 
to ties, there are a few companies on the 
list with an asterisks and their data are 
shown as estimates. For these entries, 
we did not get updated information 
and instead relied on an estimate 
formula based on data obtained last year 
and through other sources. All these 
companies on the list were contacted, 
some several times, and given the 
opportunity to supply fleet information 
and related data.

As stated previously, in the largest 
crane in a fleet category, different 
capacities may be listed for the same 
machine. We rely on the information 
supplied to us in determining these 
capacities as rigging variables can 
change the capacity of the crane. 

Because the vast majority of crane-
owning companies are privately held, 
it can be difficult to obtain and verify 
figures, although we do approach 
independent industry sources for 
assistance and use related web resources 
and research when we use an estimate.

Our methodology
For this list we sent surveys to close 
to 500 companies in the U.S., Canada 
and Mexico.

to be strong and poised to meet economic 
obstacles that may lie ahead.

There are two big things to point out in 
the 2022 ACTTRANSPORT50. 
Number 1 is that there are seven new 
companies on the list. Number 2 is 
that the ACTTRANSPORT50 
index saw gains in every category 
except for number of terminals and 

total capacity of specialized trailers. In 
terms of total capacity, a couple of the 
new companies didn’t reveal their total 
capacity (in U.S. tons), which made 
that index a bit smaller than it really 
is. But it still surpassed 2021 numbers.  
In terms of number of employees, the 
ACTTRANSPORT50 saw a gain 
of 74 employees. 

Looking back
Looking back, in 2020, every index of 
the ACTTRANSPORT50 was 
down from 2019 and 2018. In 2019, 
the ACTTRANSPORT50 
saw a small growth in total capacity 
from 1,245,246 U.S. tons in 2018 to 
1,272,474 US tons in 2019. The 2019 
ACTTRANSPORT50 saw 
declines in several categories including 
number of employees, number of 
terminals and number of Modular/
Hydraulic Platform Trailers/Dollies. 

In 2020,  the total capacity of the 
ACTTRANSPORT50 was 
1,219,119 tons, down almost 55,000 
tons. In 2020, fleet size was 53,000 
units, down 64 units from 2019. But 
2021 and 2022 saw gains. In 2021, the 
total capacity of the Transport 50 was 
1,244,376 U.S. tons. The fleet size of the 
ACTTRANSPORT50 last year 
was 53,471.

Other points to make about the 2022 
ACTTRANSPORT50 is that 
merger and acquisition activity was slower 
this year. We didn’t see any companies 
fall off the list due to being acquired by 
another company. 

Five ties
Due to ties in fleet size, 56 companies 
are represented on the 2022 
ACTTRANSPORT50 list.

Some seven companies didn’t report 
from last year to this year.

ACTTRANSPORT50

was taken by the newcomers, including 
Highway Heavy Hauling, Borsheim 
Crane Service, Turner Industries Group, 
Bricker Transport, Oxbo Inc., Collett & 
Sons USA, and W.O. Grubb Crane Rental, 
which is the highest ranked newcomer at 
Number 25.

The top five on our 
ACTTRANSPORT50 stayed 
the same with Landstar, Daseke, ATS 
Specialized, Maxim Crane  Works and 
ALL Erection rounding out the top five. 
In fact, the top eight companies on the list 
are the same as last year. Bay Ltd. moved 
up two spots to Number 9, entering the 
top 10 for the first time.

The biggest gainer on the 
ACTTRANSPORT50 was NCSG 
Crane & Heavy Haul which jumped to 
22 from 32. Boss Crane & Rigging also 
jumped from 40 to 32.

As for our 
ACTTRANSPORT50 ranking, 

Landstar Transportation Logistics kept 
its long-time Number 1 spot with a fleet 
size of 14,740, slightly down from a fleet 
size of 14,844 in 2021. Landstar is no 
longer the Number 1 company in terms of 
capacity. In fact, the company’s capacity 
decreased some 25,000 U.S. tons this 
year. Daseke is the Number 1 company in 
terms of fleet capacity at 87,469.

Our methodology
While most of the major players in the 
North American transportation sector 
are on the ACTTRANSPORT50 
list, there are changes from year to 
year based on participation. The 
ACTTRANSPORT50 is ranked 
by fleet size and then by total maximum 
transport capacity of all relevant trailers 
and transport systems in a company’s 
fleet (in U.S. tons). The ranking is 
based on information supplied on our 
ACTTRANSPORT50 survey 

form. While we have worked to produce 
the most accurate ranking possible, 
we cannot guarantee the accuracy of 
the information supplied. We rely on 
the integrity and honesty of those who 
submit this information to assure our 
list is accurate and correct. This year 
we reached out to more than 350 firms 
by email, telephone, social media and 
E-casts. In some cases, when data wasn’t 
available or updated, we marked them as 
estimates.

These numbers are reassuring to the 
rigging industry overall, as company 
growth is on the up-and-up.  

In 2022 we are seeing a slight increase 
in gantries and strand jack units, and a 
slight decline in other specialized lifting 
equipment. While many companies are 
continuing to streamline their fleets, 
machinery demand is rising slowly but 
steadily.

Some 578 gantries and rubber 
tired gantries are owned by the 
participating companies in the 2022 
SPECIALIZEDLIFTING50 list. Some 
1,623 strand jack units were recorded this 
year, as compared to 1,376 in 2021. Some 
5,432 pieces of other specialized lifting 
equipment (not classified as a gantry or 
strand jack) are owned by these companies 
as compared to 5,815 in 2021. 

With a huge infrastructure bill passed by 
the U.S. Congress and the waning of the

A cross the board, the construction 
industry is seeing supply chain 
shortages. This is resulting in 

longer wait times for equipment, increased 
backlogs and project delays. However, 
despite these issues, the specialized 
lifting sector is growing, boasting its 
highest total capacity to date on the 
ACT SPECIALIZEDLIFTING50. There 
is also a notable increase in employees. 
More specifically, there has been an 
impressive increase of 1,659 employees 
in comparison to 2021. In addition, the 
SPECIALIZEDLIFTING50 posted an 
index of 1,552,909 tons, increasing 60,345 
tons over the 2021 index of 1,492,564.

First timers 
The ACT team continually tries to cast 
a wide net when it comes to surveying 
North America’s specialized lifting sector.  
This year, three new companies joined the 
our SPECIALIZEDLIFTING50 ranking. 

This includes OXBO Mega Transport 
Solutions, Sarens and MEI Rigging & 
Crating. Both OXBO and Sarens broke 
into the Top 10 ranking, a major first 
milestone for newcomers. Arkansas-based 
Engineered Rigging made a significant 
jump from 19th place in 2021 to ranking 
10th this year. Engineered Rigging almost 
doubled the amount of specialized lifting 
units in its fleet. At this rate, what could 
2023 possibly have in store?  ■

As a result, the 
SPECIALIZEDLIFTING50 is an estimate.

Mergers and acquisitions (M&A) 
have significantly changed our 2022 tower 
crane toplist, which is slightly down in 
terms of overall fleet size from 2021. In 
2021, the fleet size of the list was 2,260 
units, while this year it is 2,221, a loss of 
39 units. 

The ACTTOWERCRANE50 
features 36 companies with 264 branches 
and 9,159 employees. Last year’s list 
featured 34 companies, 273 branches and 
9,282 employees.

This year, the ACT team cast 
a wide net to try to grow the 
ACTTOWERCRANE50 
list. As ever, compiling this list can be 
a frustrating endeavor as M&A activity 
greatly impacted the list. Even though five 
new companies were added, our 2022 list 
has 36 companies, as compared to 34 last 
year.

on our list at Number 3 with a fleet of 
140 tower cranes. The addition of Uperio 
North America bumped Bigge Crane & 
Rigging to Number 4. Bigge reported a 
fleet of 99 tower cranes.

Breaking into the top five this year 
is Stafford Soima Crane Group. The 
company jumped from Number 6 
to Number 5 with a fleet of 96 tower 
cranes, an increase of 22 units from 
last year. Stafford Soima Crane Group 
acquired Portuguese tower crane 
manufacturer Soima last year.
